7 .  Sumnary Description: Saint Mary's Catholic Cemetery, a burial ground primarily 
serving the Catholic comities of Norfolk,' Virrjinia Beach. and Chesapeake, 
co~rises appro::imately 30 acres of mstly develop& land. The cemetery is located 
at the intersection of Church Street and Monticello Avenue and lies adjacent to the 
Lafayette River and the Virginia Zoological Park in Norfolk. The Lafayette River 
and its small tributaries form a natural se9ration from 2roperty owners on the 
cemetery's north, south, and east boundaries. Aside from a few hills in the older 
sections, the cemetcry lies on relatively flat ground. The property was ~urchased 
in 1854 by Father Matthew O'Keefe. who was the founder and pastor of Saint Mary's 
Catholic Church in downtown Norfolk. (VDHR 122-24). 

The nuin entrance gate was erected in 1956 and is comprised of an overhead iron 
arch supported on twin red brick columns. A 4 foot high red brick wall extends 
outward from each column for 12 feet and connects to a hedgerow of the sam hei~ht 
that stretches in both directions along thc entirc west boundary of the ccmetcry. 

brcje magnolia trees plantcd in the early 1960's line the main entrance of the 
ccwtcry. Thcrc arc also numrous largc oak, c&ar, and pine trees and mller 
crcp myrtle trces alonq with seasonal flowers displayed in public arcas that 
compliment the ccmctcry's landscaw. Magnificent white marble statues and crosses 
and hucjc granite monumnts and vertical columns are plentiful throughout. Aside 
from the ssplialt roads that mandcr through this historic district, there arc 
numerous walking paths bctvecn rows of lots. The walking paths masure from 
5 feet to 18 fcct in width. Many of the wths wcrc dirt roads at one tim, and 
in Jn effort toward preservation, several ~aths were blocked off with concretc 
curbins in thc early 1960's. It was during this period that a number of the 
wider walking +ths were nude available as gravesitcs. 

The cemetery centerpiece is a large bronze crucifix erected around 1922 in honor of 
Catholic servicemen who served in World War I. The sculptor was George A. Lober. 
This crucifix is identical to a crucifix displayed at the Aquia Shrine located on 
Route 1 between Richmond, Virginia and Washington, DC. It stands approximately 30 
feet high and is surrounded by large stone boulders and on two sides by rows of 
azalea bushes. 

There are six family mausoleums on the property alonq with a 416-crypt mausoleum. 
Construction on the large cemetery mausoleum began on March 31, 1979 by ACE Marble 
and Granite Company of New Orleans, Louisiana. The mausoleum dedication was held 
on May 31, 1980 by Bishop Walter F. Sullivan of the Catholic Diocese of Richmond. 
The mausoleum has a concrete interior and marble exterior and was the first 
cemetery owned mausoleum to be erected in the Richmond diocese. 

Since its keginninq, management of Saint Mary's Catholic Cemetery had teen an 
additional duty for the various pastors of Saint Mary's Catholic Church. In the 
early 1960'~~ cewtery management was shifted to the various succeeding pastors 
of Sacred Heart Catholic Church in Norfolk. Father Raymond Barton was the last 
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priest/director of Saint Mary's Cenrtery and in 1975 he established the present 
11-member lay cmtcry board. Mr. W. Lewis Witt is the current board president 
and has been serving in that position for over one year. The ccmctcry superin- 
tendent, Mrs. Uesia Rapr, maintains a residence and office on thc goprty and 
handles day to day oprations, lot sales, and supervision of Srounds mintenance 
staff. Mrs. Rapr has been serving as superintendent for over 12 years. 

The year 1966 brought several major improvements to Saint Mary's Ccmtery. 
Father Joseah L. Lcitch \as the c-tery director and Mr. Jose~h F. Fitzpatrick 
\as the su&?rintcndcnt. At that time the superintendent's residcncc/office was 
in need of a major rcnovation. After careful study the rcnovation :]as considered 
to be cost prohibitive. It was decided to build a new superintcndcnt's residence/ 
officc and d~molish the existing building. The former building uas constructed of 
an a-Eramc tin roof with brown shingled siding. Thc current bulldin? is a red 
brick ranch a-Era design with a irhit~? shin~led roof. A detached .I-Craw rcd 
brick mintenance building which adjoins the residcncc/officc was constructcd in 
1985. It iras also in 1966 that all the roads throughout the ccmtcry cierc pavcd 
vith asphalt. Prior to that time thc road surface consisted of dirt, roc!<, and 
cracked oystcr shells. 

In 1998 board mmbcr John Lsnglois formed thc "Friends of Sdint Nary's Ccmtery". 
Thc Fricnds is mdc up of a group of lot owners and other concerned individuals 
who volunteer their tim and talents to raisc funds and help maintain thc ccmtcry 
cjroufids. The yroup w t s  at the ccmctcry on a regular basis and perfom such 
dutics as repairing damaged hcadstoncs, ?lanting seasonal Plorrers, uwding, and 
trimning. The Fricnds also plan and sponsor a Mass and Rosary scrvicc that is 
held 3-4 tims a year in front of thc ccmtcrj's musoleum with <In average 
attcndancc of 150 pcwple. Mr. Langlois publishes a 'quarterly netisletter on 
cmtery activities which is miled to lot owners and church parishes. The Friends 
of Sint Mary's Cem,tcry, undcr thc direction of lot owner Jamcs Gearheart, 
recently completed a year-long proj~ct of ptieniashincj all monuments and headstoncs 
throughout the cemtcry. 

Throu3h the ongoing dedication and efforts of the cemtery board, thc superin- 
tendent, the friends of Saint Mary's Cemetery, and individual lot ormers, Saint 
Mary's Cdtholic Cemctery continues to be well preserved to honor the memory of 
those interred. 
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8. Statement of Siagnificance: Saint Mary's Catholic Cemetery was established in 
1854 as a result of the Yellow Fever Esidemic. Saint Mary's is one of the oldest 
m n w n t  cemteries in the area and comprises one of only eight Catholic cemeteries 
ttuou-jhout the state of Virginia. 

Although records indicate that Saint Maryls cemetery was established in 1854, 
th~rs are several monuments and headstones on the propxty with inscriked death 
dates ?rior to that tim. The oldest graves that could be located werz that of 
Margaret Arm Barry who died in 1826, Thomas bran who 2assed artay in 1833, and 
Euq2n2 Higsins i<ho died in 1836. It is believed that these individuals along with 
Gny others were burizd in the churchyard of Saint Mary's Church in dormto:m 
Norfolk and then later interrsa at Saint Mary's Cmtery in 1854 or sormtime 
thzrcafter.
