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7. Summary Description:
Original Summary Description and Inventory Item

The central commercial and residential part of Radford was surveyed in 1995-1996 as part of a matching grant from the Virginia
Department of Historic Resources. The survey resulted in the nomination of the East Radford Historic District. This district
comprises most of the historic boundaries of the town of Central Depot, later known as the east ward of the city of Radford. It
includes commercial properties lining Norwood Street on the south side of the historic rail yard, residential properties to the south
of Norwood on Grove Avenue and Downey Street from Tyler Avenue to Ninth Street, on Clement Street from Tyler Avenue to
Third Avenue, on Third Avenue from Grove to Fairfax Street, and along West and Stockton streets on the north side of the ralil
yard. It includes the portion of the yard between West and Stockton streets and Norwood Street from Tyler Avenue to Harrison
Street.

Contributing, brick, two-story, commercial building with four bays of arch-headed one-over-one sash windows on the second floor.
The first-floor storefront infilled in modem brick and boarded up. The cornice is gone, but was supported on brick paneled frieze
with raised crosses and corbelled brackets.

Current Inventory Description

1079 Norwood Street (aka 1101 East Main Street) #126-0084-0226 Contributing Structure

The building burned in the past decade. It housed Carson's Drug Store from its construction between 1902 and 1908 until the
1950s. The Sanborn maps for the city indicate that the building was built as an addition to the adjacent double commercial
building at 126-0084-0227 and 0228. This was built between 1896 and 1902 and the adjacent storefront held Carson's Drug Store
until this building was built. An historic photograph shows this as the westernmost of the four related commercial storefronts. A
sign visible on the window reads "Carsons Drug Store." The eastern and western storefronts are similar and appear added to the
central pair, which are identical in form. A sign painted on the exterior of the adjacent building to the east is visible inside the
second floor of this building. It says "Carson's" and confirms that Carson's opened in the building to the east.

The facade is all that currently remains. The Virginia Department of Historic Resources evaluation committee recommended
changing the status of the fagade to a contributing “structure” within the district. The committee acknowledged that there was no
longer a contributing building on the site, but that the surviving elevation performs as vital “connective tissue” in the continuous
street wall, and a loss of this fabric would negatively affect the character of the district.
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8. Statement of Significance

The East Radford Historic District was originally listed in the Virginia Landmarks Register on March 15, 2000 and in the National
Register of Historic Places on May 11, 2000.

Original Section 8 Statement of Significance

The proposed East Radford Historic District meets the standards for listing in the National Register of Historic Places under
criteria A and C as a historic residential and commercial area exhibiting the nineteenth- and early twentieth-century development
of a regional transportation hub and industrial center. Residential, commercial, transportation related, and institutional buildings
primarily date from a period of significance from ca. 1880 to 1930, during which time new, popular building designs gradually
replaced traditional forms, although there was remarkable continuity of form and location for the various corresponding building
types. A further period of significance extends from 193 1 to 1946, when a few significant new structures were built and the
storefronts of many of the existing commercial buildings were altered as the city's institutions and business owners responded to
the Great Depression and the World War 11-era surge in population with a modernization effort.

The predominant historic period represented by the surveyed resources is that of Reconstruction and Growth (1 866-1 9 16),
reflecting the era of Radford's expansion in the late nineteenth century, during which time industrial, commercial, and residential
growth transformed the community from a depot village to an important regional center. Commercial and residential buildings
were the most frequently documented resource type. Multiple dwellings, mixed-use buildings, fraternal lodges, churches, railroad-
related resources, and a school were also documented. Areas of significance include commerce, architecture, and transportation.

Current Statement

The property at 1079 Norwood Street, also referred to as 1101 East Main Street on the Radford City web site, is within the East
Radford Historic District and was listed as a contributing building in the National Register Nomination, but was listed as non-
contributing on the individual survey form provided to the Virginia Department of Historic Resources. Due to a fire in the last
decade, the fagade is all that remains. Therefore, the Virginia Department of Historic Resources evaluation committee
recommended changing the status of the fagcade to a contributing “structure” within the district. The committee acknowledged that
there was no longer a contributing building on the site, but that the surviving elevation performs as vital “connective tissue” in the
continuous street wall, and a loss of this fabric would negatively affect the character of the district.

Verbal Boundary Description:

The structure addressed as 1079 Norwood Street as shown on the attached map (Attachment Two) which was used with the
previous historic district nomination. The property is also referred to as 1101 East Main Street on the Radford City web site and
the GIS parcel number is 010001294065B00000501000000.

Boundary Justification:

The boundary is as it applies only to the structure whose contributing status is changing within the district. This structure is listed
as 1079 Norwood Street (1101 East Main Street) in the city of Radford, Virginia.
