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Roanoke's F i r e  S t a t i o n  No. 1 is  an  e x c e l l e n t  example of 
Edwardian e r a  f i r ehouse  a r c h i t e c t u r e ,  having a  r i c h l y  embellished 
facade  in  t h e  English Renaissance s t y l e  of S i r  Chr is topher  Wren, and 
bo th  handsome and well-preserved i n t e r i o r  appointments. The bu i ld ing  
su rv ives  almost completely unal te red  and provides a  r a r e  i n s i g h t  i n t o  
t h e  l i f e  of an early-twentieth-century fireman.
