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The original frount portion of the Old Mausion is a one and one-half story
brick structure with dormers and a jerkin head roof with exterior chimneys.
The brick in the water table is Fnglish bond, znd above, Flemish bond with
glazed headers. The nine over nine pane windows have flat, rubbed brick
arches, whereas the basement windows have segmental arches. The narrow
dormer features hipped roofs. A later front porch obscures the first

floor facade of the house. The frame addition, added to the rear of the
house in the mid-eighteenth century, is covered by a gambrel roof with

shed dormers. The addition, like the main part of the house, has a modillibned
cornice.

Except for the removal of two partitions and a mantel, virtually all of
the original interior features remain. The woodwork is, however, quite
