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I, General Statement:

A. Architectural character: The Sidna Allen House is a richly
ornamented example of a rural Queen Anme style house.

B. Condition of the fabric: The house appears to be in relatively
sound structural condition, but it is in need of some major and many minor
repairs.

IT. Description of the Exterior: .

A. Over-all dimensions: The ell-shaped, one-and-a-half-story house
is three bays long.

B. Foundation: Brick. 2

C. Wall construction: Timber frame with white shingle, white
weatherboarding, and large amounts of decorative wood trim.

D. Porches: A one-story shed porch or veranda shelters the entire
west side and a portion of the north side of the house. The porch features
a gazebo with a tall conical roof at the north elbow, and a balcony with
balustrade above the central bay. The porch balustrade and that on the
balcony are similar with a molded rail and turned balusters. Other

"ornamentation includes Eastlake brackets, a frieze docorated with tongue-
and-groove board set at a forty-five degree angle, and cut and pierced
scalloping along the bottom of the cornice, A small one-bay porch with
similar decoration occurs at the end bay of the north side of the ell.

E. Chimneys: Two exterior, one at the east end of the ell, and ome
at the south side of the main block, and one interior chimney have elaboratL
caps with stone courses, stone insets, and corbelled courses of brick.

: ¥, Openings: ., o :

1. Doorways and doors: The doorway consists of a rectangular
transom, flanking sidelights, and a four-paneled oak door. The surrounding
simple symetrically molded trim has quartered cormer blocks.

2, Windows: The windows are surrounded by trim similar to that
on the doorway. Most of the windows have one-over-onme sash, but some of
them are surrounded by small square lights in the Queen Anne fashion.
Others have intricate designs picked out in leaded or leaded and stained
glass. Several of the windows are in a tripart arrangement reflecting the
classical Palladian window.

G. Roof: The gable roof is pierced by several hipped dormers and
a large hexagonal tower with a faceted conical tower. Several large gables
add to the interest of the roof line. All the cornices are made up of
Eastlake brackets, and cut and pierced flat drops identical to those on
the porch; the bargeboards are a larger vexsion of the same motif, An
iron cresting of circles within squares highlights the ridges. The roof is
covered with slate.

III. Description of the Interior:

A. Floor plan: Under its decorated exterior, this house retains a
traditional floor plan of a central hall flanked by a room on either side,
In the ell the dining room is entered from the hall, and the kitchen opens
off the dining room,

B. Stairway: The winding, closed-string stair with heavy balusters|
and molded hand rail ascends in the rear of the hall.

C. Flooring: All the floors are oak except the living room, which

D. Wall and ceiling finish: Plastered walls and ceiling have been
either papered or painted. Paneled oak wainscoting is featured in the hall andg
the dining room. Narrow vertical boards serve as wainscoting in the downstairs
south bedroom, ; )

E. Doorways and doors: The four-paneled oak doors are surrocunded by
symmetrical trim with corner blocks.

F. Trim: An interesting feature of the house is triple-hung,
sliding louvered shutters at all the windows. Baseboards are employed.

G. Heating: Central heating is now employed in the house, but the
mantels and fireplaces remain. The mantel in the south downstairs bedroom is
carved soapstone in a rococo style. The elaborate mantel in the morth room or
living room is topped by a mirror surrounded by a bay leaf garland. The whole
arrangement is decorated in relief with urns, swags, and bellflowers covered wi
gold leaf. Engapged lonic columns frame the hearth opening, and white tiles wit
gold leaf cover the area between the columns and the opening.

IV, BSite:

v A, General setting and orientation: The house is set on a piece of
high windswept ground near Fancy Gap. The site was chosen for its magnificent
view across the hills to the west. The house is visible for several miles
approaching on Route 58 from the north.

B, Outbuildings: An iron windmill and a stucco shed are immediately
east of the house.
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STATEMENT OF SIGNMIFICANCE

Set in a commanding position in the hills of Carroll County, the
Sidna Allen House is a remarkably rich example of a Queen Amnne style
dwelling. The house would be worthy of note in any region, but its
occurance in a remote area of Southwest Virginia gives it added distinction
The house was designed by its owners, J. Sidna Allen and his wife, natives
of the county, and was built by Preston Dickens, a local carpenter, in 1911
Since Allen had dreamed of owning the finest house in Carroll County for
many years, this house is his personal creation and a realization of that
dream, :
Sidna Allen was a member of the so-called "Allen Clan" that was
invuived in theswwioiloas Nillsyille massacre of 1912 de-whieh seversl
pegpre; inckadbngs cowmey oif betude and Judge Thormeen-Massie, wers shot
and killed in the county courtroom. At the time Sidna Allen's brother,
Floyd, was on trial for allegedly helping his two nephews escape from
police custody, After the first shot (whose source never has been accurate
determined), a barrage of f£ire and general melee ensued.

Sidna Allen, who always maintained his innocence, was sentenced to
life imprisomment, along with several others, and two membersof the Allen
fomily were executed. In 1926 Allen was pardoned by Governor Harry Byrd.
During his tenure in prison, he learned the art of furniture making, and
some of his very elaborate pieces, made from many pileces and varieties of
wood, are collectors' items.

Soon after the shooting, Sidna Allen's house, finished only one
year before and never completely furnished, was confiscated by the state.
It was owned by Rawdon Weddle for many years and is wnow in the possession
of Mrs. Weddle.
