The f i v e -  
per! bui lding,  e r e c t e d  i n  s e v e r a l  s t a g e s  of  u n c e r t a i n  sequence, con ta ins  a  h igh ly  
v a r i e d  group of  r o o m  whose e m b 2 l l i s h e n t  ranges from the  n o r t h  wing's  n'ive 
gos~se-vorlc t r i m  t o  t h e  e l abor - t e ,  f i n e l y  wrought, bu t  equa l ly  p r o v i n c i a l  decora t ion  
of  ti-e sou th  wing.
