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The Herndon Depot is a simple, one-story wooden vertical board and
batten structure. The building is rectangular in shape, and measures
70'6" x 20'1". It is basically in its original condition, however,
approximately 20 feet of the west end of the building have been removed
to allow construction of a road. The original west end wall was then
replaced on the building. Victorian style buttres~es under the eaves
are the building's only decorative feature. The window and door framings
are original, as are the semaphore and several pieces of exterior hard-
ware. The roofing material is the original sculptured metal, recently
coated with fireproof roofing tar. The two baggage doors are original
and although currently blocked from within, they can be put into working
condition. The thresholds of both baggage and passenger- doors show
obvious sigl]s_of'wear. The exterior is covered with board on board siding,
eight inches on center with the bottom bo'a'rd being eight inches wide and
the top board three -inches wide. The existing color scheme is appropriate
but not original.
