Summary Description:

Set in gently rolling open farmland surrounded by woods Sharp's Oakland is an unusual,
Second Empire, three-story frame house built as an enlargement of a small earlier
dwelling. Whereas most houses in this style are roughly cubic in volume, this house is
emphatically long, narrow and tall giving the building proportions similar to those of
many dolls’ houses. Most of its original features survive including its high mansard roof
still covered with patterned wooden shingles. Its flat straight-sided end chimneys with
wide brick shafts are another unusual feature, made all the more so by the diminutive
windowed projections that flank both chimneys on both levels. On the interior there are
some late Federal features from the original house and raobust post-Civil War finishes in
most of the rooms. Near the house is one historic outbuilding, a slave quarter with a
massive chimney. The house sits in open farmland that was once the scene of major
action during the Civil War.
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Detailed Description:

The basement is the oldest portion of the house. It is constructed of rough fieldstone and
most likely supported a one or one-and-a-half story frame house. From this house the
stone basement walls, two mantels, and incidental woodwork survive.

Today Sharp's Oakland is an impressive Second Empire farmhouse. [t is unusual to find
an I-house in this style which usually was rendered in buildings more cubic in volume.
Both front and back facades are three-bays wide. A simple porch with Eastlake posts
shelters the center entrance door on the first floor. Its railing, however, is of the sheaf-of-
wheat pattern not normally found at so late a date. Perhaps this railing was reused from
the earlier house. The walls consist of horizontal lapped siding with simple corner
boards. All windows have two-over-two sash set in unadorned frames. The roof rests on
a bracketed cornice. The roof is a remarkable survival of wooden shingles in a pattern of
(from bottom to top} S rows of rectangular shingles, 5 rows of rounded shingles, 4 rows of
rectangular shingles, and finally one row of rounded shingles below the wooden roof
curb. The dormers in the mansard also have 2-over-2 sash and are topped with shallow
unadorned pediments. The end elevations are identical each having an unusual flat,
straight-sided rough stone chimney which rises to the main cornice line and then
continues in a slightly narrower brick shaft. Flanking each chimney on each level are
rectangular closet-like structures with full-size windows on the end walls and narrow
windows on the short sides adjacent to the main front and rear walls. This peculiar
arrangement results in a quirk in the roof that breaks out in its slope near each corner to
cover the protrusions. In the center of the rear fagade is a small three-story addition
recently made to house modern conveniences. It repeats the materials of the house.

On the interior the house has a central stair hall flanked by single rooms on each floor.
In the basement, a few remnants of the earlier house can be found in the stair and the
mantel in the east room. The mantel is a very simplified 3-part Adam one framing a large
stone fireplace. A more elaborate 3-part Adam mantel occurs in the main floor east
room. It has decorative convex ovals in its frieze panels. The rest of the interior trim in
the house dates from the 1890s rebuilding. All the rooms have typical symmetrically
molded architraves and roundel cornerblocks. The large doors have two long vertical
panels over two short panels. The center rails are unusually wide. The mantel in the
west first-floor room is a robust one in the Eastlake idiom with engaged turned posts.
The rest of the mantels are simple ones with plain friezes and side panels. The basement
stair features a newel square in section and a round handrail over simple balusters
square in section. At the top of the single flight is an unusual gate with an open
horizontal top panel filled with diagonal lattice-like work, and a large lower panel filled
with vertical pickets. The main stair that rises over the basement stair in a series of
single transverse flights has an unusual newel shaped like an elongated milk bottle. Its
railing is like that of the basement stair, but heavier in all details. Throughout most of
the house early, if not original, false graining survives on most of the doors and trim.

Just off the northwest corner of the house is the only remaining outbuilding. Thisis a
frame single-room structure with an accessible attic above. It has a door and window on



the front, a window in the east end and a massive stone chimney on the west end. On
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this chimney is evidence of a fireplace on its outside wall which indicates that another
room or building was served by this second fireplace. The original configuration was
probably the familiar layout of a slave dwelling with a center chimney serving single
rooms on either side. The framing and some original features survive, but the building
was badly damaged by a tornado and is deteriorating.
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Summary of Significance:

The core of the dwelling at Sharp's Oakland existed when the farm was at the vortex of
military operations associated with the unsuccessful Union advance on Richmond in the
spring of 1864, It was surrounded by action on May 23-24 and located behind Federal
lines during the Battle of North Anna.

In 1879, J. D. Sharp from New York purchased the property. He built the present three-
story house which contains some portions of the original dwelling (mainly the basement
rooms). His mansion is a cunning essay in the Second Empire style. It combines rustic
stone chimneys with a delicately patterned wooden-shingle mansard roof. The chimneys
are flanked by curious two-story corner projections with windows on each face at each
level. The resulting tall narrow proportions are unlike the typical cubic solidity of most
Second Empire dwellings. Its unique combination of design elements render it eligible
under Criterion C in the Architecture category.
