DESCRIPTION

The Potomac River makes a great bend of approximately ninety degrees in the vicinity of Clapham’s Ferry
flowing generally to the southeast upstream and to the southwest downstream. The Monocacy River in
Maryland meets the Potomac at the eastern extremity of this bend. No structures remain at what is believed
to be the ferry site, located at water’s edge approximately 1,600 feet southeast of the stone dwelling, The
bottom land has been scoured repeatedly by floods and severely disturbed by agricultural and topsoil
removal operations. At the riverbank termination of the vestigial road that runs past the stone dwelling can
be seen stones and handmade bricks, ceramic and glass fragments, oyster shells and bits of other debris
suggestive of early occupation. Random sherds have been sight-identified as remains of eighteenth- and
nineteenth-century English and Oriental household ware. During the fourth quarter of the twentieth century
the property was the location of a topsoil packaging operation resulting in disturbance and loss of much of
the upper strata of the bottom land.

The existing significant buildings are clustered about the stone dwelling which is sited above the flood plane
and nestles into a gentle slope that rises to the north and west from the Potomac River at the bend opposite
the mouth of the Monocacy. Boxwoods so luxurious that tradition has them envied by Gov. Westmoreland
Davis now are gone as is any hint of designed landscape.

The two-and-one-half-story dwelling constructed of red sandstone is a three-bay composition with a two-

- story kitchen appendage of similar sandstone at the southwest end. The main block has interior end
chimneys with brick flues; the appendage has a stone exterior end chimney with a brick flue. Door and
window openings are spanned with three-segment stone flat arches with keystones incised in crude imitation
of fluting. As part of a later alteration the southeast wall is parged and a two-story wood-frame porch spans
the entire width. The roof framing was altered to accommodate the porch addition. The date “1849”
reputedly found in the attic most likely refers to this alteration. A one-story porch at the northwest door has
been removed. Three corbelled courses of brick support the gable roofs covered with standing-seam sheet
metal on both main block and appendage.
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DESCRIPTION (continued)

In plan the main block features one room on each side of a central stairhall. Most of the interior trimwork,
Federal in character without Greek Revival influence, remains, consisting of beaded baseboard, chair rail
(surbase) and beaded casing with ogee backband at windows and doors. Windows have spiayed jambs with
plain board reveals. Closets flank the end chimney breasts in three rooms. The four original mantels remain
in situ with the most elaborate being located in the northeast first-floor room. This mantel features moulded
sidepieces, paneled crosspiece, blocks with rosettes and a series of mouldings reminiscent of illustrations in
Asher Benjamin’s Country Builder’s Assistant supporting the shelf. The stair railing is round supported on
plain rectangular pickets and turned newels. Decorative brackets support the treads and the beaded wall
string is eased at the landings. The unfinished attic, floored with wide boards, is subdivided into three spaces
by rough partitions. The kitchen appendage shows little original interior finish. There are celiar spaces
below the northwest end of the main block and the kitchen appendage that are accessible only from the
exterior.

The kitchen, sited southwest of the dwelling, is a V-notched log building of approximate dimensions 26' x
15' rectangular in plan set upon a continuous stone foundation. The large exterior stone chimney dominating
the southeast end has a brick flue which stands away from the building. Weatherboards cover the exterior
and the corners are defined with plain vertical boards. Standing-seam sheet metal covers the gable roof,
while the eaves are boxed without mouldings. A board-and-batten door on the northeast side gives access

- to the single first-floor room lighted by windows on the southwest side and northwest end. The floor, a
portion of which is missing, is of wood. A large fireplace, unadorned with woodwork, is located at the
southeast end beside which an open ladder-stair gives access to the loft. Two small windows flanking the
chimney and a large window at the northwest end light the upper level.

The meat house, located southeast of the dwelling, is a V-notched log building rectangular in plan of
approximate dimensions 15' x 12' supported on stones. The exterior is clad with wide boards applied
vertically. Standing-seam sheet metal covers the gable roof and the rafter ends are exposed at the eaves. A
wide doorway on the northwest side gives access to the unfenestrated interior of one room with board floor
and loft over.’
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DESCRIPTION (continued)

Across the road northwest of the dwelling stands a massive bank barn of dimensions approximately 125' x
45' constructed of timber on a stone base. The larger framing members are hewn,; the joists, studs, and so
forth, are sawn. Much of the framing is assembled with pinned mortise-and-tenon joints, The frame portion,
clad with wide vertical boards set apart for ventilation, overhangs the stone base approximately 6' on the
southeast side. The two end walls and the southeast side are punctuated by wood louvered vents, both
rectangular and segmental, enciosed in decorative trimwork. The gable roof covered with standing-seam
sheet metal supports a louvered cupola centered on the ridge. A later pole-framed addition on the northeast
end is clad with sheet metal and open along the southeast side. Extensive additions to the northwest
constructed of frame and metal are of no historical significance.

Inside the bank barn, three rows of heavy wood columns on the ground floor support the floor of the main
space above. A stair against the northwest wall rises to the main space which is accessible through large
doors and an earthen ramp on the northwest side. This main space is open throughout to the underside of
the roof except for minor subdivision related to recent usage. The barn is reputed to have been damaged
due to a fire set by lightning and rebuilt in the 1930’s. The barn has been wired for electricity.

A late-nineteenth-century corn crib of approximate dimensions 24' x 21’ stands north of the bank barn. It

- consists of two storage areas sheathed with vertical boards set apart for ventilation and a central open
runway, the whole roofed by a gable covered with sheet metal. Repairs have been effected using pressure-
treated poles to stabilize the sides and corners. The series of adjacent frame, masonry and metal buildings to
the north and east are of no historical significance.

A tenant house located on the north side of Spinks Ferry Road approximately 800 feet southwest of the
dwelling is not considered a contributing building. Irregular in plan, it consists of one-story and two-story
elements now sheathed on the exterior with asbestos-cement shingles and roofed with sheet metal and
asphalt shingles. Reputed to include a log element, this building has been altered extensively over the years
and retains no evidence of early finishes.
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DESCRIPTION (continued)

A wood-frame poultry house next to the kitchen is of undetermined age, in a precarious state of
deterioration, and not considered a contributing building.

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

Clapham’s Ferry is historically significant as the site of an early ferry crossing connecting Loudoun County,
Virginia, with Maryland. It is architecturally significant as one of the most intact early nineteenth-century
rural dwellings with outbuildings remaining in Loudoun County and exhibits the level of craftsmanship and
design employed during the period. Although no structures or buildings related to the ferry remain at
water’s edge, sherds and surface debris denote the area. The existing stone dwelling, built on high ground
overlooking the river, probably served as the residence of the owner of the ferry as well as the nucleus of a
successful agricultural operation.

In 1757 the Virginia Legislature awarded to Josias Clapham, prominent eighteenth-century resident of
Loudoun County, permission to operate a public ferry “From (his) land...over Potowmack niver, to the land
on either side the Monochisey creek, in the province of Maryland;...” In competition with Noland’s Ferry

- three miles upstream for the Carolina Road traffic this ferry was operated intermittently by thé Clapham
family until 1816 when it was taken over by William Hawling. The ferry tract comprising 201 acres was sold
to Hawling in 1820. In 1828 the property was partitioned among his heirs, the ferry lot of 89 acres with a
small house passed to son William, the present stone dwelling with 85 acres to daughter Jane and her
husband Hamilton Rogers. Sometime thereafter Jane and Hamilton Rogers bought out the other heirs,
augmented the tract with additional acreage and sole 459 acres to John Spinks in 1833. The ferry, thereafter
known as Spinks, was operated until about the time of the Civil War.
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VERBAL BOUNDARY DESCRIPTION

That tract conveyed to R. Christopher Williams, Inc. as “1st Tract” (Tax Map 21 Parcel 15) consisting of
354.87319 acres as surveyed by Chamberlin, Wolford & Chen, PC on a plat dated May 6, 1996.

BOUNDARY JUSTIFICATION

Over the years the boundaries of the property containing the described resources have varied greatly under
various ownerships. For the past century and a half under Magaha and later ownership a relatively large
acreage tract has prevailed. The described tract of 354.87319 acres under one ownership contains all related
resources in a setting of historical precedent.
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
