All locat ions  ( l o t  numbers) and building numbers a r e  taken from "Harpers Ferry, 
His tor ica l  Base Map, 1859, Pa r t  of the Master Plan f o r  Harpers Ferry National Monu- 
ment," prepared by the  Eastern Office of Design & Construction, National Park Ser- 
vice ,  Drawing No. NM-tIP 3021, 3 sheets ,  dated Oct. 6, 1959, f o r  the Lower Town and 
Camp H i l l  a reas  of Harpers Ferry. This map is supported by Charles W. Snel l ,  "The 
Town of Harpers Ferry i n  1859, A Physical History" (NPS typescr ip t ,  Harpers Ferry 
National Monument Research Pro jec t  No. KF-32, May 13, 1959). 

Upper Hall  Island 

In  1859 Upper H a l l  Is land was p a r t  of the  U.S. Armory a t  Harpers Ferry and was the 
s i t e  of the  Armory lumber yard and three Armory employee dwellings. The lumber 
yard and shed were constructed i n  1855 on the upper o r  western end of the is land.  
The upper locks and t o l l  house of the  Shenandoah Canal Company were a l so  located a t  
the west end of the  i s land  and the tracks of the  Winchester and Potomac Railroad 
Company crossed the i s l and  on the south side.  A descr ip t ion  of t he  i s land ' s  s t ruc-  
tures  i n  1859 follows: 

Armory Dwelling No. 6 ,  erected between 1807 and 1834, was a two-story br ick build- 
ing with approximate dimensions of 22' by 16 ' .  It was probably rented by Francis 
Knapp, an Armory machinist,  i n  1859. Armory Dwelling No. 7, erected between 1807 
and 1834, was a two-story s tone building with approximate dimensions of 28' by 28' 
It was probably rented by John Mason, an Armory machine o i l e r ,  i n  1859. Armory 
Dwelling No. 8 ,  erected between 1807 and 1834, was a two-story br ick  building 
measuring approximately 36' by 18 ' .  It was probably occupied by John P. Fouke, 
an Armory employee, i n  1859. These houses were demolished by Union so ld i e r s  i n  
November 1864 to  make way f o r  the  construction of t he  U.S. Mi l i t a ry  Railroad tha t  
was to  run from Harpers Ferry to  Stephenson's Depot near Uinchester, Va., to help 
supply Sheridan's army. A t  t ha t  time the U.S. Mi l i t a ry  Railroad Corps erected a 
frame too l  house (37' by 22') and an agent ' s  o f f i c e  (21' by 13')  on Upper Hall  
Island. There a r e  no v i s i b l e  sur face  remains of any of these s t ruc tures .  

The Shenandoah Canal along t h e  northern s ides  of the  Upper and Lower Hall  Is lands,  
with the upper and lower locks,  was completed by the Potomac Company i n  1807. I n  
1824 the Shenandoah Canal Company entered in to  an agreement with the owners of the  
Island of Virginius which provided for  the construct ion of a dam between the upper . or  western end of t h a t  i s l and  and the  eastern end of Lower Hal l  Is land.  This dam 
furnished water f o r  the  canal  as  i t  passed along t h e  northern s i d e  of the  Island 
of Virginius and a l so  created a turning basin  f o r  the boats a t  t ha t  point .  The 

t o l l  house of t he  canal company, a one-story frame building,  was located on the Up- 
per o r  western end of Upper H a l l  Island adjacent to  the upper locks.  The t o l l  

house i s  missing, but t r aces  of the  canal a r e  present here  and fu r the r  west along 
the r i v e r  within the park.

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Winchester and Potomac Rai l road  

The Winchester  and Potomac Railroad r ece ived  a right-of-way a long t h e  Shenandoah 
River through Armory land  from t h e  United S t a t e s  i n  1835 and was completed from 
Winchester t o  Harpers  Fe r ry  i n  March 1836. The right-of-way a c r o s s  Upper and 
Lower H a l l  I s l a n d s ,  t h e  I s l a n d  of V i rg in ius ,  and Blocks F, E,  D ,  and C,  Shenandoah 
S t r e e t ,  was 30 '  wide. On reaching  a p o i n t  34'  east of Market S t r e e t ,  i n  Block B ,  
Shenandoah S t r e e t ,  t h e  right-of-way widened t o  50 '  and s o  cont inued u n t i l  i t  l e f t  
t h e  United S t a t e s  l and  a t  t h e  e a s t e r n  s i d e  of Block A, Shenandoah S t r e e t .  From 
t h i s  p o i n t ,  i n  t h e  Wager Fer ry  Lot Reserva t ion ,  t o  t h e  abutments of  t h e  Potomac 
Bridge, t h e  right-of-way narrowed t o  30' aga in .  

The Winchester and Potomac Rai l road  Depot was l o c a t e d  on t h e  s o u t h  s i d e  of t h e  
r a i l r o a d ' s  t r a c k s  on i ts right-of-way through t h e  Old Arsenal  Square, Block A, 
Shenandoah S t r e e t .  Th i s  one-story b r i c k  b u i l d i n g ,  measuring approximately 125 '  
by 30 ' ,  was e r e c t e d  by t h e  company between 1847 and 1859. Turn-arounds f o r  the  
locomotives and c a r s  of  t h e  r a i l r o a d  were l o c a t e d  on t h e  I s l a n d  o f  V i rg in ius .  A 
wooden t r e s t l e ,  14 '  above ground and about  25' wide, extended a c r o s s  Blocks C, D,  
E ,  and F, Shenandoah S t r e e t ,  g ran t ing  t h e  i n h a b i t a n t s  of  t h i s  a r e a  a c c e s s  t o  t h e  
r e a r  of  t h e i r  l o t s .  Following t h e  d e s t r u c t i o n  of  t h e  o r i g i n a l  trestle work i n  
t h e  g r e a t  1852 f l o o d ,  t h e  wooden t r e s t l e  w a s  r e b u i l t  and mounted on f i n e  s t o n e  
p i e r s .  The B & 0 Rai l road  t r e s t l e  and t r a c k s  p r e s e n t  today fo l low t h e  same a l ign -  
ment and p r e s e n t  t h e  same g e n e r a l  appearance d e s p i t e  r e b u i l d i n g  ove r  t h e  yea r s .  
The depot  and turn-arounds a r e  not  ex tan t .  

Turnpikes 

Three t u r n p i k e s  l e d  from Harpers  Fer ry  t o  sur rounding  towns p r i o r  t o  t h e  C i v i l  
War : 

. The Harpers  Fe r ry ,  Char les  Town, and Smi th f i e ld  Turnpike, organized  i n  1830, 
reached Harpers  F e r r y  i n  1831 and was macadamized i n  1833. The t u r n p i k e  r a n  
a long t h e  n o r t h  bank of  t h e  Shenandoah River  p a s t  t h e  Upper and Lower H a l l  Is- 
lands  and t h e  I s l a n d  of  V i rg in ius  and ended a t  Block F, Shenandoah S t r e e t .  The 
p resen t  ' road  from t h e  lower town t o  U.S. Route 340 fo l lows t h e  t u r n p i k e  a l i g n -  
ment. West o f  Route 340, t h e  tu rnp ike  a l ignment  is f u r t h e r  pe rpe tua ted  by t h e  
e x i s t i n g  road running some 40 ya rds  w e s t  of t h e  modern sewage t r ea tmen t  p l a n t ,

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thence branching northward up a  r i s e  t o  t h e  town of Bol ivar .  The l e f t  branch of 
t h i s  road,  a l s o  on a h i s t o r i c  al ignment,  cont inues  a long  t h e  r i v e r  p a s t  t he  r u i n s  
of S t r i d e r ' s  Gulf M i l l ,  which d a t e s  t o  t h e  1790s.k The Harpers  Fe r ry  t o l l  house 
of t h e  tu rnp ike ,  a  one-story frame bu i ld ing ,  was loca ted  on t h e  mainland j u s t  e a s t  
of t h e  b r i d g e  t h a t  l e d  t o  t h e  I s l a n d  of Virg in ius .  

The F rede r i ck  and Harpers Ferry  Turnpike, organized i n  1830, was completed from 
Freder ick ,  Maryland, t o  t h e  Maryland abutment of t h e  Wager Potomac b r i d g e  by 1832. 
The e x i s t i n g  road a long the  base  of Maryland Heights  west o f  Sandy Hook, o u t s i d e  
but a d j a c e n t  t o  t h e  Maryland Heights  park  boundary, presumably fo$lows t h e  a l ign -  
ment of the  wes tern  end of t h i s  turnpike .  

The Hi l l sborough and Harpers Ferry  Turnpike, organized i n  1851, w a s  completed the  
fo l lowing y e a r  from t h e  southern  end of t h e  Shenandoah T o l l  Bridge e a s t  along the  
base  of Loudoun Heights  (where U.S. Route 340 now r u n s ) ,  thence  s o u t h  over  t h e  
mountains t o  Hi l l sborough,  Va. The tu rnp ike  t o l l  house was i n  Armory Dwelling 
No. 9, a s t o n e  b u i l d i n g  a d j a c e n t  t o  t h e  sou th  end of t h e  b r i d g e  (not  e x t a n t ) .  

Lower H a l l  I s l a n d  

Lower H a l l  I s l a n d ,  comprising approximately f i v e  a c r e s  and n i n e  s t r u c t u r e s  p r i o r  
t o  t h e  C i v i l  War, was owned by t h e  United S t a t e s  du r ing  t h e  Armory per iod  and was 
one of t h e  t h r e e  major water-powered i n d u s t r i a l  sites i n  Harpers  Fe r ry .  The is- 
land was approximately 760 f e e t  long  from east t o  w e s t  a long  t h e  n o r t h  s i d e .  The 
maximum bread th  sou th  t o  t h e  Winchester and Potomac r a i l r o a d  t r a c k  was about 260 
f e e t .  The i s l a n d  o r i g i n a l l y  extended some d i s t a n c e  i n t o  t h e  r i v e r  beyond t h e  
r a i l r o a d ,  b u t  most of t h i s  l and  has been washed away i n  t h e  20th century .  Some 
of John Brown's r a i d e r s  he ld  t h e  i s l a n d ' s  b u i l d i n g s  b r i e f l y  i n  1859. The bu i ld ings  
of t h z s  pe r iod ,  which served t h e l l a l l  R i f l e  Factory ,  were as fo l lows:  

Bui ld ing  No. 3 ,  t h e  F in i sh ing  and Machine Shop, had two b r i c k  s t o r i e s  a t o p  Stone 
foundat ions  and measured 35-112' by 128 ' .  On each end a t  t he  r e a r  of t h i s  main 
s t r u c t u r e  was a  one-story wing measuring 24' by 24'. The door and window frames 
were c a s t  i r o n ;  t h e  water  t a b l e ,  co rn ice ,  and s i l l s  were o f  c u t  s tone .  The g u t t e r s  
and spou t ing  were copper and the  roof was s h e e t  i r o n .  Designed by Major John Sy- 
mington, t h e  b u i l d i n g  was e r e c t e d  i n  1847-48 f o r  about  $29,740. 

Building No.' 1, t h e  F i l i n g  Shop, had two b r i c k  s t o r i e s  on a  s t o n e  foundat ion  measur- 
ing  74' by 25-112'. The roof cover ing  w a s  s l a t e .  The shop was designed by Maj. 
Symington and e rec ted  i n  1844-45 a t  a  c o s t  of some $5,000.

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Bu i ld ing  No. 6, t h e  Machine Shop, had a s t o n e  basement and f i r s t  s t o r y ,  a b r i c k  
second s t o r y ,  and a s h e e t  i r o n  roof .  On the  c e n t e r  r e a r  of t h e  87-314' by 35' 
shop was a 14 '  by 36' p r o j e c t i o n  designed f o r  use  a s  an  o f f i c e .  Designed by ?&j .  
Symington, t h e  b u i l d i n g  was e rec ted  i n  1852-53 a t  a c o s t  o f  $19,030. 

Bu i ld lng  No. 9, t h e  Barrel D r i l l i n g  and F in i sh ing  Shop, had a s t o n e  foundation and 
f i r s t  s t o r y  and two b r i c k  s t o r i e s  wi th  a s h e e t  i r o n  roof  topped by a 70' high b e l l  
tower. Measuring 57-1/2' by 49-1/2', t h i s  shop connected Bu i ld ings  No. 6 and 4. 
Designed by Super in tendent  Alfred M. Barbour, it was e r e c t e d  i n  1859-60 a t  a cos t  
of $15,820. 

Bu i ld ing  No. 4 ,  t h e  T i l t  Hammer and Forging Shop, had a s t o n e  basement and f i r s t  
s t o r y ,  a b r i c k  second s t o r y ,  c u t  s t o n e  water  t a b l e ,  s t e p s ,  s i l ls ,  and coping, 
c a s t  i r o n  door and window frames, and a s l a t e  roof .  On t h e  c e n t e r  rear of the  
110' by 25-112' shop was a 14-1/2' by 35' p r o j e c t i o n  s e r v i n g  as an  o f f i c e .  De- 
s igned by Maj. Symington, t h e  shop was buil.2 i n  1849-50 f o r  $22,130. 

Bu i ld ing  No. 5, t h e  Annealing Furnace and Proof House, was a one-story b r i c k  
b u i l d i n g  over  a one-story s t o n e  foundat ion  measuring 60'  by 36 ' .  Two b r i c k  par- 
t i t i o n  w a l l s  d iv ided i t  i n t o  t h r e e  s e p a r a t e  compartments. It was designed by 
Maj. Symington and e r e c t e d  i n  1851-52 a t  a c o s t  o f  $5,000. 

Bu i ld ing  No. 7, t h e  Coal House, was a one-story b u i l d i n g  of b r i c k ,  25' by 21' 
and 1 5 '  high,  w i t h  a s h e e t  i r o n  r o o f ,  used f o r  t h e  s t o r a g e  of c o a l  and charcoal .  
Designed by Colonel Benjamin Huger, i t  was e r e c t e d  i n  1853-54 f o r  $650. 

Bu i ld ing  No. 8 ,  t h e  Stock House, probably had two s t o r i e s  w i t h  a s l a t e  roof .  
Exact dimensions a r e  unknown. Erected p r i o r  t o  1835, i t  w a s  converted i n  1853-54 
f o r  t h e  s t o r a g e  o f  r i f l e  s t o c k s  a t  a cos t  of $450. 

Bui ld ing  No. 2, t h e  Proof House, was a one-story frame b u i l d i n g ,  19-112' by 1 5 ' ,  
w i t h  a back w a l l  of s t o n e  masonry 2-1/2' t h i c k ,  used f o r  t h e  proving of r i f l e  . 
b a r r e l s .  It was e r e c t e d  by Maj. Symington i n  1844-45. 

From 1846 t o  1860 $31,107 w a s  s p e n t  f o r  c e r t a i n  improvements on t h e  R i f l e  Factory 
grounds. A s ing le -a rch  s t o n e  b r i d g e  approximately 50'  long and 15 '  t o  17 '  wide 
w a s  b u i l t  530' wes t  o f  t h e  e a s t e r n  t i p  of t h e  i s l a n d  t o  provide  access  from the  
mainland. In 1855-57 t h e  e n t i r e  i s l a n d  w a s  enclosed by a w a l l  t o t a l i n g  about  
2,665' i n  l eng th .  Its s t o n e  foundat ion  was t h r e e  f e e t  t h i c k  and t h r e e  f e e t  high,  
suppor t ing  a b r i c k  w a l l  28" t h i c k  and e i g h t  f e e t  h i g h  w i t h  a rough s t o n e  coping. 
Above a l l  was a wrought i r o n  pa l ing  fence .  

(continued) 
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The nor th  bank of t h e  Shanandoah Canal a s  i t  passed t h e  R i f l e  Factory on Lower H a l l  
I s l a n d  w a s  bounded by a dry- la id  s tone  w a l l  t h r e e  f e e t  t h i c k  and s i x  f e e t  high 
e r e c t e d  by t h e  Armory. 

Lower H a l l  I s l a n d  was l e v e l e d  and graded between 1844 and 1860 and t h e  s lu iceways  
were arched over  and run  underground. The grounds were p l an ted  i n  g r a s s  and numer- 
ous  t r e e s  covered t h e  i s l a n d .  A road c rossed  t h e  i s l a n d  from t h e  b r i d g e  t o  t h e  
Shenandoah River ,  s i n k i n g  beneath t h e  Winchester  and Potomac Railroad t r a c k s .  A 
d ry - l a id  s t o n e  w a l l  w i t h  rough coping, 80 '  l ong  and 28" t h i c k ,  extended along each 
s i d e  of t h e  sunken p o r t i o n  of t h e  road. A f l a g s t o n e  walk about  550' long r a n  a long 
t h e  f r o n t  o r  n o r t h e r n  s i d e  o f  t h e  R i f l e  Fac to ry  shops.  I n  1852 two c a s t  i r o n  S t r e e t  
lamps were i n s t a l l e d  a t  t h e  R i f l e  Fac tory .  

Between A p r i l  1 8  and June  15 ,  1861, Confedera te  s o l d i e r s  removed most of t h e  arms- 
producing machinery and t o o l s  from t h e  R i f l e  Fac tory  b u i l d i n g s  and subsequent ly  
burned t h e s e  s t r u c t u r e s .  I n  November 1864 t h e  U.S. M i l i t a r y  Rai l road ,  then  i n  t h e  
process  of r e b u i l d i n g  t h e  destroyed Winchester and Potomac l i n e  t o  Stephenson's  
Depot, V a . ,  c o n s t r u c t e d  a locomotive engine  house, a machine and blacksmith shop, 
and four  r a i l r o a d  l o a d i n g  p la t forms on Lower H a l l  I s l a n d .  None of t h e s e  frame 
s t r u c t u r e s  su rv ive .  

I n  1887-88 Savery & Company t o r e  down t h e  s t i l l - s t a n d i n g  masonry w a l l s  of t h e  
' 

burned R i f l e  Fac to ry  b u i l d i n g s  and reused t h e  m a t e r i a l  t o  c o n s t r u c t  t h e  wood pu lp  
m i l l  a t  t h e  lower ( e a s t )  end of Lower H a l l  I s l a n d .  The pulp  m i l l  was demolished 
i n  1937, bu t  t h e  s t o n e  flumes and r e t a i n i n g  w a l l  o f  t h e  m i l l  a r e  s t i l l  v i s i b l e .  
The o r i g i n a l  founda t ions  of t h e  R i f l e  Fac tory  b u i l d i n g s  and t h e  e a r l i e r  John H. 
H a l l  shops l i e  t o  t h e  west  of  t h e  flume and s o u t h  of t h e  r e t a i n i n g  wa l l ;  they have 
not  been excavated.  

U.S. Lot 2, Shenandoah S t r e e t  

. Armory Dwelling m u s e  No. 5 (Park Bldg. No. 481, a 2-112-story s t o n e  house 1 8 '  by 
32-112' i n  p lan ,  was e r e c t e d  on t h i s  l o t  n o r t h  of Shenandoah S t r e e t  between 1821 
and 1834. It w a s  r e n t e d  by t h e  fami ly  of  a n  armorer  p r i o r  t o  t h e  C i v i l  War, a t  
t h e  c l o s e  of  which it was vacant  and i n  f a i r  c o n d i t i o n .  The e x t e r i o r  was r e s t o r e d  
t o  i t s  1859 appearance i n  1968 and t h e  o r i g i n a l  i n t e r i o r  s t a i rway  has  been recon- 
s t r u c t e d .  It i s  p r e s e n t l y  used a s  a r e s idence .  

The Armory S t a b l e ,  designed by Maj. John Symington, was e rec t ed  on Block F of t h i s  
l o t  south  of  Shenandoah S t r e e t  i n  1847-48. It was a one-story b r i c k  bu i ld ing  wi th  
c u t  s t o n e  water  t a b l e  and coping and a s l a t e  r o o f .  The s t r u c t u r e  was s i m i l a r  i n

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des ign  t o  Bui ld ing  No. 1, t h e  Engine and Guard House, i n  t h e  Musket Factory yard. 
I t  conta ined  s ta l ls  f o r  a t  l e a s t  s ix  horses .  I n  1856 s t o n e  w a l l s  were e rec ted  on 
two Bides o f  t h e  s t a b l e  t o  en la rge  t h e  grounds. I n  J u l y  1865 t h e  s t a b l e  was i n  
good cond i t ion  and be ing  used by t h e  Union Army. There a r e  no v i s i b l e  remains. 

U.S. Lot 1, Block F, Shenandoah S t r e e t  

Armory Dwelling No. 4 on t h i s  l o t ,  a two-story b r i c k  b u i l d i n g  with wood sh ing le  
roof approximately 38'  by 21 ' ,  was e rec ted  between 1811 and 1834. I n  1859 i t  was 
probably r en ted  by two f a m i l i e s  of Armory workmen. I n  J u l y  1865 i t  was i n  bad 
cond i t ion  and vacan t .  There a r e  no v i s i b l e  remains. 

Block E, Shenandoah S t r e e t  

This  b lock  encompassed four  r e s i d e n t i a l  l o t s  and a  school ,  as fo l lows:  

Lot No. 1 was t h e  s i t e  of House No. 19 ,  e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 
and 1834. The house w a s  a  two-story b r i c k  dwel l ing  wi th  a  wood s h i n g l e  roof and 
measured approximately 30 '  by 1 9 ' .  William H. Martin, a n  Armory inspec to r ,  was 
i t s  t enan t  i n  1859. 

Lot No. 2, l eased  by t h e  Government t o  t h e  County School Board p r i o r  t o  t h e  C i v i l  
War, was t h e  s i t e  of a  one-story b r i c k  schoo l  b u i l d i n g  of unknown dimensions-the 
Free  School f o r  School D i s t r i c t  No. 24. Erec ted  i n  1855, t h e  school  w a s  demolished 
by Union s o l d i e r s  dur ing  t h e  war. 

Lot No. 3 was owned by Michael Doran, a merchant,  p r i o r  t o  t h e  C i v i l  War. He may 
have cons t ruc ted  a new house on t h e  l o t  between 1852 and 1861, b u t  no d e f i n i t e  
evidence of i t  h a s  been found. 

. 
Lot No. 4  was t h e  s i t e  of House No. 22, e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 
and 1834. The s t o n e  dwel l ing  had 2-1/2 s t o r i e s  and a  wood s h i n g l e  roof .  It f r o n t -  
ed approximately 18 '  on Shenandoah S t r e e t  and was about  22' deep. I n  1859 i t  
housed t h e  Nunnamaker family,  who were employed a t  t h e  Armory. A town pump was 
then loca ted  on t h e  l o t .  

Lot No. 5  w a s  t h e  s i t e  of Houses No. 23 and 24, e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  be- 
tween 1811 and 1834. Each of these  2-1/2-story b r i c k  and frame dwel l ings  wi th  

(continued) 
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wood s h i n g l e  r o o f s  f r o n t e d  on Shenandoah S t r e e t  about  21' and was 22'  deep. I n  1859 
House No. 23 was r en ted  t o  John Koonce, a p o l i s h e r  of  gun b a r r e l s ,  and House No. 24 
was t h e  r e s i d e n c e  of William Snook, a n  i n s p e c t o r  of  gun b a r r e l s .  

The h i s t o r i c  r e s idences  i n  t h i s  a r e a  were des t royed  by f l o o d s ,  p a r t i c u l a r l y  t h a t  of 
1936. Thei r  foundat ions  a r e  i n  p l ace .  

Block D, Shenandoah S t r e e t  

This  b lock  encompassed seven l o t s ,  a s  fo l lows :  

Lot Xo. 1 was t h e  s i t e  of House No. 11, e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 
and 1834. The b r i c k  dwe l l ing  had 1-1/2 s t o r i e s  and a wood s h i n g l e  roof and 
measured 22' by 1 8 ' .  A second house w a s  e r e c t e d  on t h e  l o t  between 1852 and 1857 
by Master Armorer Armistead M. B a l l ,  who was r e s i d i n g  i n  one  of  t h e  houses i n  1359. 

Lot  No. 2 was l eased  by t h e  Ca tho l i c  Church from t h e  Government p r i o r  t o  t h e  C i v i l  
War a s  t h e  s i te  f o r  a parsonage. The l o t  was vacan t  i n  1859. (Michael A.  C o s t e l l o ,  
t h e  p r i e s t ,  w a s  then  r e s i d i n g  a t  t h e  house of William J. Stephens on Wager Lot No.5.) 

Lot No. 3 was l e a s e d  by t h e  P r e s b y t e r i a n  Church from t h e  Government p r i o r  t o  t h e  
C i v i l  War a s  t h e  s i t e  f o r  a parsonage. The church then  had a v i s i t i n g  pas to r  from 
B e r r y v i l l e ,  and no parsonage was e r e c t e d .  The l o t  w a s  i n s t e a d  occupied by a frame 
c a r r i a g e  house w i t h  shake  roof s e r v i n g  t h e  church, which was d i r e c t l y  a c r o s s  t h e  
s t r e e t .  

Lot No. 4 was t h e  s i t e  of House No. 16,  e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 
and 1834. The b r i c k  dwel l ing  had 2-1/2 s t o r i e s  and a s l a t e  roof and measured about  
39 '  by 19 ' .  Between 1853 and 1859 P h i l i p  Hoffman, t h e  r e s i d e n t ,  b u i l t  a 2-112- 
s t o r y  b r i c k  a d d i t i o n  measuring approximately 29' by 1 7 ' .  Two small frame barns 

, o r  sheds  f r o n t e d  on Hamilton S t r e e t  a t  t h e  r e a r  of t h e  l o t .  

Lot No. 5 was t h e  s i t e  of  House No. 1 7 ,  e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 
and 1834. The b r i c k  dwel l ing  had 1-1/2 o r  two s t o r i e s  and a s l a t e  roof and f ron ted  
about  21' on Shenandoah S t r e e t .  It was approximately 42 '  deep, i nc lud ing  a 1 5 '  by 
15 '  a d d i t i o n  a t  t h e  r e a r .  I n  1859 t h e  house was owned by Joseph Mathews, a n  ar- 
morer, and was.probably r en ted  by Thomas B .  Moore, a merchant.  
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Lot  No. 6, o w e d  i n  1859 by t h e  h e i r s  of  Edward Lucas, Jr., former Paymaster of t h e  
Armory, w a s  then vacan t .  

Lot No. 7 was t h e  s i t e  of  Kouse No. 52, e r e c t e d  by P h i l i p  Coons i n  1825-26. The two- 
s t o r y  s t o n e  dwel l ing  measured 39'  by 28'. To t h e  southwest  was a  smal l  one-story 
barn  o r  shed. I n  1859 t h e  house was t h e  r e s i d e n c e  o f  Samuel L. Williams, an Armory 
watchman, and a p o r t i o n  was r e n t e d  t o  James Pagate,  a m i l l  agent .  

Foundat ion remains of t h e s e  s t r u c t u r e s  on Block D a r e  p r e s e n t  beneath a  parking l o t  
i n s t a l l e d  by t h e  Na t iona l  Park Se rv ice  i n  1957-58. 

Block G ,  Shenandoah S t r e e t  

The b lock  was t h e  s i t e  o f  t h e  Armory Lumber Yard u n t i l  1852, when a f lood  des t royed 
t h e  yard.  T h e r e a f t e r  t h e  b lock  was vacan t .  

U.S. Fer ry  Lot,  Shenandoah S t r e e t  

The Shenandoah T o l l  Br idge  c rossed  from t h e  sou the rn  ex t r emi ty  of Bridge S t r e e t  ad- 
j a c e n t  t o  t h e  U.S. Fe r ry  Lot .  The United S t a t e s  owned t h e  f e r r y  r i g h t s  a c r o s s  t h e  
Shenandoah from 1818 u n t i l  a f t e r  t h e  C i v i l  War. A rope  f e r r y  c rossed  t h e  r i v e r  from 
1810 u n t i l  1844. I n  1843-44 t h e  Shenandoah Br idge  Company c o n s t r u c t e d  i t s  t o l l  
b r idge .  I n  r e t u r n  f o r  not  e x e r c i s i n g  i t s  f e r r y  r i g h t s ,  t h e  United S t a t e s  rece ived  
f r e e  passage of  a l l  Armory personnel  and p rope r ty  a c r o s s  t h e  br idge .  The b r i d g e  w a s  
composed of two s t o n e  abutments ,  two s t o n e  p i e r s ,  and a  wooden s u p e r s t r u c t u r e  375' 
long .  The p i e r s  were 28' h igh ,  30 '  long,  1 0 '  t h i c k  a t  t h e  base  and 6' t h i c k  at  t h e  
top. The arched s u p e r s t r u c t u r e  had a  double  wagon t r ack ,  each be ing  1 0 '  wide and 
12 '  high i n  the  c l e a r .  It was weatherboarded and covered w i t h  cypres s  s h i n g l e s .  
The o r i g i n a l  s u p e r s t r u c t u r e  was des t royed  by a  h u r r i c a n e  i n  June  1859 and r e b u i l t  
by September, bu t  was n o t  covered a t  t h e  time of  John Brown's r a i d .  Confederate  
t roops  burned t h e  b r i d g e  on June  28, 1861. There a r e  no ev iden t  remains. 

The Shenandoah Br idge  T o l l  House, a  sma l l  1-112-story frame b u i l d i n g  e rec t ed  by 
t h e  Shenandoah Bridge Company i n  1844, s tood  at  t h e  n o r t h e r n  end of  t h e  b r i d g e  on 
t h e  U.S. Fer ry  Lot .  The l o t ,  owned by t h e  United S t a t e s  and l eased  t o  t h e  company, 

w a s  o therwise  vacan t .  

The 1 9 t h  century  b u i l d i n g s  on Blocks D and G and t h e  U.S. Fer ry  Lot were demolished 
by f loods .  The f l o o d  of  1936 removed what remained a t  t h a t  time. 

(continued) 
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Presby te r i an  Church Lot ,  Shenandoah S t r e e t  

This  l o t  was owned by t h e  United S t a t e s  p r i o r  t o  t h e  C i v i l  War and l eased  t o  t h e  
P resby te r i an  Church. The church bu i ld ing ,  wi th  a one-story s t o n e  basement and one 
b r i c k  s t o r y  above, was e rec ted  i n  1843. It measured 36' by 49' and had a wooder. 
cupola mounted on t h e  r o o f .  During t h e  war t h e  upper f l o o r  was used a s  a guard 
house and the  basement as a s t a b l e  by t h e  Union Army. The badly damaged s t r u c t u r e  
was r epa i red  a f t e r  t h e  war, bu t  today only t h e  ru ined  f i r s t  s t o r y  remains. 

Block C. Shenandoah S t r e e t  

This  l a r g e l y  r e s i d e n t i a l  block inc luded t h e  fo l lowing l o t s  and s t r u c t u r e s :  

Lot 1, on t h e  co rne r  o f  Shenandoah and Market s t r e e t s ,  contained Houses NO. 3 and 4 ,  
cons t ruc ted  by William Graham about  1818-20. House No. 4 was a 2-112-story Stone 
bu i ld ing  wi th  a s l a t e  roof  designed f o r  u s e  as a s t o r e  and dwell ing.  It f r o n t e d  
approximately 43' on Shenandoah S t r e e t  and went back about  33'  a long Market S t r e e t .  
The white-painted b u i l d i n g  contained a d r y  goods and grocery s t o r e  i n  1850. 
House No. 3, once known as t h e  Globe Inn, was-a 2-1/2-story b r i c k  s t r u c t u r e  wi th  
s l a t e  roof l o c a t e d  t o  t h e  r e a r  of House No. 4. A two-story covered frame porch 
extended t h e  l e n g t h  of t h e  50' Market S t r e e t  facade .  The bu i ld ing  was about  20' 
deep, not inc lud ing  t h e  9'-wide porch. I n  1859 t h e  l o t  and both houses were owned 
by t h e  h e i r s  of Edward Lucas, Jr., t h e  l a t e  Paymaster of the  Armory. 

Lot No. 2 was t h e  s i t e  of House No. 5, e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1818 
and 1834. The two-story b r i c k  s t r u c t u r e  wi th  wood s h i n g l e  roof f r o n t e d  approxi- 
mately 25' on Shenandoah S t r e e t  and was about  28' deep. It was owned and occupied 
by Ralph Cleveland, a n  armorer,  i n  1859. 

Lot No. 3 w a s  t h e  s i t e  of House No. 6, e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 
and 1834. The two-story b r i c k  s t r u c t u r e  w i t h  wood s h i n g l e  roof f ron ted  approxi-  

< mately 24' on Shenandoah S t r e e t  and was about  1 7 '  deep. The house was occupied 
by t h e  Henry S t r i p e s  fami ly ,  armorers,  i n  1859. 

Lot No. 4 was t h e  s i t e  of H ~ u s e  No. 8, e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 
and 1834. The 1-112-story b r i c k  b u i l d i n g  wi th  wood s h i n g l e  roof f ron ted  approx- 
imately 24' on Shenandoah S t r e e t  and was about  32' i n  depth. I n  1859 i t  was 
owned by J0hn.B. Johnson, an  armorer,  and was a p p a r e n t l y  rented  a s  a dwe l l ing  by 
Francis  M. P ine ,  a c l e r k .

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Lot  No. 5 was t h e  s i t e  of  House No. 9, e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 and 
1834. The 1-1/2-story b r i c k  dwe l l ing  wi th  wood s h i n g l e  roof f ron ted  approximately 
20' on Shenandoah S t r e e t  and was about  32'  deep. It w a s  owned and occupied by t h e  
George P. Marquet t  f ami ly  i n  1859. 

Lot No. 6A was t h e  s i t e  of House No. 10 ,  e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 
and 1834. The two-story B t i n e  dwe l l ing  wi th  wood s h i n g l e  roof f r o n t e d  approx- 
imate ly  30' on  hena an do ah S t r e e t  and was about  32' i n  depth.  I n  1859 i t  was owned 
by Andrew J. Wright, a n  armorer ,  and was probably r e n t e d  by Benjamin Hobbs, a n  
armorer .  

Lot No. 6B was t h e  s i t e  of a two-story b r i c k  house b u i l t  and occupied by J e s s e  
G r i m e s  ( o r  Graham), a n  armorer ,  between 1857 and 1859. The house measured approx- 
ima te ly  17 '  by 24 ' .  

Lot No. 7 was t h e  s i t e  of House No. 49, e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 
and 1834. The one-s tory  b r i c k  dwe l l ing  adjo ined  t h e  house on Lot No. 8 ;  t h e  two 
houses t o g e t h e r  measured approximate ly  54 '  by 18 ' .  I n  1859 House No. 49 was t h e  
r e s i d e n c e  of Joseph Manuel, b lacksmi th ,  and Joseph Davis,  b l acksmi th ' s  appren t i ce .  

Lot No. 8 was t h e  s i t e  of  House No. 48, e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 
and 1834. The two-story b r i c k  dwe l l ing  was owned and occupied by Bernard McCabe, 
a c o a l  b reake r ,  i n  1859. 

Lot No. 9 was t h e  s i te  of House No. 47, e r e c t e d  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 
and 1834. The two-story s t o n e  dwel l ing  measured approximately 28' by 18 ' .  I n  1859 
i t  was owned by t h e  h e i r s  of  F r a n c i s  McCabe and was appa ren t ly  r e n t e d  by Daniel 
P o t t e r f i e l d ,  a butcher ,  and Thomas Ga l l ahe r ,  a l i q u o r  d e a l e r .  

Lot  No. 10  was t h e  s i t e  of House No. 46, e r ec t ed  by t h e  United S t a t e s  between 1811 
and 1834. The two-story s t o n e  dwe l l ing  measuring 40' by 22' was owned and occupied 
by Samuel T r a i l ,  a c a r p e n t e r ,  i n  1859. 

I 
Lot  No. 11, owned by t h e  United S t a t e s ,  was under c o n t r a c t  of s a l e  t o  t h e  l a t e  
Edward Lucas, Jr. ,  i n  1859 b u t  n o t  pa id  f o r .  It was then  vacan t .  

The bu i ld ings  on Block C were des t royed by f lood a c t i o n .  S t r u c t u r a l  remains a r e  
p r e s e n t  beneath t h e  park ing  l o t  i n s t a l l e d  by t h e  Nat ional  Park Se rv ice  i n  1957-58.

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Block B ,  Shenandoah S t r e e t  

This block included t h e  fo l lowing l o t s  and s t r u c t u r e s :  

The Market House ,des igned by Maj. John Symington and e r e c t e d  i n  1846-47 by t h e  
Armory, was loca ted  s o u t h  o f  t h e  Winchester and Potomac Railroad t r a c k s  i n  the  
southwestern s e c t o r  of t h e  block.  The two-story b r i c k  b u i l d i n g  with s l a t e  roof and 
no c e l l a r  measured approximately 66' by 40 ' .  On t h e  south  s i d e  f ac ing  t h e  Shenan- 
doah River were s i x  arched windows over  s i x  arched doorways. By 1859 a  one-story 
covered frame porch had probably been added t o  t h e  west (Market S t r e e t )  end and 
a c r o s s  t h e  Shenandoah River  f r o n t  t o  a f f o r d  more space  and p r o t e c t i o n  f o r  goods. 
The f i r s t  f l o o r  then served a s  t h e  pub l i c  town market where vege tab les ,  m e a t ,  
pou l t ry ,  cheese, ta l low,  eggs, and f i s h  were so ld .  The second f l o o r  was used a s  
the  lodge  room of t h e  Sons of Temperance, which funded i t s  cons t ruc t ion .  The prop- 
e r t y  was owned by t h e  United S t a t e s  and l eased  t o  t h e  Town o f  Harpers Ferry.  
The b r i c k  w a l l s  of t h e  abandoned s t r u c t u r e  were f e l l e d  by t h e  1936 f lood.  Founda- 
t i o n  remnants a r e  p r e s e n t  under t h e  e x i s t i n g  parking  l o t .  

Lot No. 2  i s  the  s i te  o f  Armory Dwelling No. 1 (Park Bldg. No. 36) ,  designed by 
Superintendent  Henry W. Clowe and e rec ted  i n  1858-59 as q u a r t e r s  f o r  t h e  Master 
Armorer. The two-story b r i c k  house has a s l a t e  roof and measures 42'8" by 38'6". 
A two-story b r i c k  wing wi th  s late roof a t  t h e  rear measures 28'6" by 25'7". A two- 
s t o r y  wooden porch runs  a long  t h e  east s i d e  of t h e  wing and t h e  exposed r e a r  of the  
main block. The bu i ld ing ,  which c o s t  $7,000 t o  c o n s t r u c t ,  con ta ins  14 rooms. 
During t h e  per iods  of Union occupat ion  of Harpers Ferry  dur ing  t h e  C i v i l  War, Union 
commanders probably used t h e  house a s  a  headquar ters .  The bu i ld ing  has  been re-  
s to red  t o  i t s  1859-65 appearance. A wood p i c k e t  f ence  enclosed Lot No. 2  and t h e  
ad jo in ing  Lot No. 1. Park Bldg. No. 36A, l o c a t e d  a t  t h e  southwest  corner  of Lot 
No. 2, w a s  a  one-story b r i c k  p r i v y ,  9 '  by 6 '  wi th  s l a t e  roof ,  e rec ted  p rev ious ly  
i n  connect ion with Armory Dwelling No. 2. It i s  n o t  e x t a n t .  

Lot No. 3  is t h e  s i t e  of  t h e  two-part Armory Dwelling No. 2  (Park Bldgs. No. 34- 
35).  The e a r l i e s t  p a r t  (No. 35) ,  e rec ted  i n  1812 by Joseph S. Annin, was a 2-1/2- 
s t o r y  b r i c k  house wi th  c e l l a r  and s l a t e  roof measuring 33'  by 23' .  It was t h e  r e s -  
idence of t h e  Master Armorer from 1818 t o  1838. The second p a r t  (Bldg. 34) was a  
one-story 22'-by-20' b r i c k  k i t c h e n  wi th  s l a t e  roof  e r e c t e d  i n  1827 on t h e  southwest 
corner  of the  o r i g i n a l  s t r u c t u r e .  Armory Dwelling No. 2  w a s  vacant  a t  t h e  time of 
t h e  John Brown r a i d  and was used soon af terward  a s  a  r e c r u i t i n g  o f f i c e  by t h e  de- 
tachment o f  r egu la r s  s e n t  t o  guard t h e  Armory. It apparen t ly  served a s  q u a r t e r s  
f o r  Union o f f i c e r s  du r ing  t h e  C i v i l  War. A t h i r d  s t o r y  was added t o  t h e  b u i l d i n g  
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a f t e r  1878, and t h e  s t r u c t u r e  has been s t a b i l i z e d  i n  t h i s  form. 

To t h e  r e a r  of t h i s  b u i l d i n g  was a one-story b r i c k  smokehouse with s l a t e  roof  measur- 
ing  about  16 '  by 14 ' .  This  s t r u c t u r e  (Park Bldg. 34A) was r a i s e d  t o  two s t o r i e s  
a f t e r  1878 and remains i n  t h a t  form. 

On the  northwest corner  o f  Lot No. 3 a t  Shenandoah and Market s t r e e t s  i s  t h e  former 
Doran S t o r e  (Park Bldg. No. 33 ) .  This  th ree - s to ry  s t o n e  s t r u c t u r e  b u i l t  c .  1883 a s  
a s t o r e  and re s idence  h a s  su rv ived  t h e  widespread demol i t ion  of pos t -Civi l  War 
bui ld ings  i n  t h e  town because of i t s  func t ion  a s  a f lood b u f f e r  f o r  t h e  o l d e r  bui ld-  
ings  on Block B. The Na t iona l  Park Se rv ice  has  s t rengthened i t  by adding c o n c r e t e  
block i n t e r i o r  w a l l s .  The upper f l o o r s  have been adapted as quar t e r s  f o r  park  
employees. Park Bldg. No. 32, a l s o  d a t i n g  from t h e  1880s, a t t a c h e s  t o  Bldg. 33 a t  
t h e  r e a r  on Market S t r e e t  and incorpora te s  a s t o n e  icehouse connected t o  t h e  main 
p o r t i o n  by an  archway. The icehouse i s  on t h e  approximate s i t e  of an  antebel lum 
frame s t a b l e  measuring abou t  20' by 1 6 '  which, toge the r  wi th  the  smokehouse, was 
used by the  occupants of Armory Dwelling No. 1 befo re  the  Civ i l  War. 

Lot No. 5 was the  s i t e  o f  House No. 43, e rec ted  about  1800. This f i r s t  q u a r t e r s  of 
the  e a r l y  paymasters was a two-story b r i c k  b u i l d i n g  measuring approximately 28' by 
30' with a two-story frame porch a c r o s s  t h e  n o r t h  f r o n t ,  a c e l l a r ,  and a s l a t e  roof .  
A two-story b r i c k  wing abou t  15 '  by 15 '  was l o c a t e d  i n  t h e  r e a r .  The house was 
owned and occupied by George W .  Gompf, an  armorer ,  i n  1859. It was des t royed by 
t h e  1936 f lood,  and only  founda t ion  r u i n s  remain. 

U.S.  Lot No. 1. Shenandoah S t r e e t  

This l o t  on t h e  n o r t h  s i d e  of Shenandoah S t r e e t  a c r o s s  from Block C is t h e  s i t e  of 
Armory Dwelling No. 3 (Park Bldg, No. 45) .  I t  was b u i l t  by John G. Wilson i n  1825- 
26 a s  a s t o r e  and enlarged by Mrs. Ann C. Stephenson a s  a n  inn  o r  h o t e l  i n  1833-34. 

, The 2-112-story s t o n e  gable-roofed s t r u c t u r e  measures 66'3" by 35'9". A two-story 
frame porch runs t h e  l e n g t h  o f  t h e  f r o n t  e l e v a t i o n .  During the  1840s and 50s two 
small  shops were l o c a t e d  on t h e  f i r s t  f l o o r  and t h e  upper f l o o r s  were a l s o  d iv ided  
t o  house two f a m i l i e s .  I n  1859 saddlemaker, t a i l o r ,  o r  grocery shops probably Oc- 
cupied the  ground f l o o r .  During the  C i v i l  War t h e  b u i l d i n g  was a Union Army ware- 
house, being l i s t e d  as Ordnance Department Warehouse No. 3 i n  J u l y  1865 and then 
needing r e p a i r .  The U.S. Government so ld  t h e  p roper ty  i n  1869. Again i n  Govern- 
ment ownership, t he  b u i l d i n g  has been r e s t o r e d  t o  i t s  1859 appearance and i s  now 
used a s  a National  Park S e r v i c e  v i s i t o r  c e n t e r .  
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
