Describe present and historic physical appearance.

The Thomas Hall House is located close to State Route 667 on its northeast side. The
two-story frame houge is sheathed with board-and-batten siding. The shallow gabled roof

is covered with slate. The three-bay southwest (front} facade incorporates a central
door flanked by sidelightis, sheltered by a gabled central porch. The porch is supported

by two-story pemeled, paired colums. A second-floor balcony is supported by angled struts
and features a sawn balustrade. The house features an integral two-story ell and the

roof is hipped where the ell and main block intersect. A two-story brick exterior chimney is
situated at each end of the main house. The northwast chimney is a modern copy of the chim-
ney at the southeast end. : A one-story screened porch shelters the rear (northeast)

of the main house. The property is partially surrounded by a board fence incorporating
diagonal members. The lawn is sheltered by a pair of maples symmetrically placed in

front of the house and by a Catalpa tree near the drive to the northwest side of the house.

The interior features an open-stringer stair in the center passage - and simple pilasteredr

mantels in the flanking rooms.

A small frame outbuilding is located to the north of the house and appears to be contem~
porary with it., Portions of an ornamental boxwood garden remain to the southeast of the

house.

State significance of property, and justify criteria, criteria considerations, and areas and periods of significance noted above.

The Thomas Hall House is significant under criterion C as an unusual example of a pop-
ular regional form. It is one of sixty-seven frame single-pile canter-passage houses

in the county dating from the late nineteenth century, It is one of very few to be sheathed
with board-and-batten siding. The well preserved house demonstrates the influence of
pattern books advocating the use of board-and-batten siding for rural residences. The
two—-story colossal porch and the second-floor balcony are unusual features associated
with this form. The house has undergone little alteration and remains in good condition.

The Thomas Hall House was built on land purchased by Hall from the Bowver family in
1882, including 468 acres on Meadow and Mill creeks {Lucas, pp. 70-71}. Census

schedules for 1850 reveal that Thomas B. Hall was twenty-five vears old at that time,
and had no recorded occupation, although he possessed real estate worth $2,500.00.
