C a r t e r ' s  Grove. The windows a r e  decorated wi th  s tone  s i l l s  and s tone  l i n t e l s  
w i th  p r o j e c t i n g  keystones. The c e n t r a l  bay on each long f r o n t  is i n  the 
form of  a narrow s tone  p a v i l i o n  which is b u i l t  e n t i r e l y  of  s tone ,  and i s  

r u s t i c a t e d  the  e n t i r e  he ight .  The housc was f r ees t and ing  wi th  s e p a r a t e  

b r i c k  dependencies u n t i l  1764 when t h e  k i t chen ,  which has  s i n c e  been 

demolished, was connected by a covered way t o  t h e  house. I n  1929, a one 

and-a-half s t o r y  west wing was b u i l t  t o  balance an e a r l i e r  but  not  o r i g i n a l  

west wing.

Sabine Hal l  was e r e c t e d  about  1730 by Landon Car t e r  (1710-1778), son 
of Robert "King" Car t e r  of  Corotoman. Landon C a r t e r  w a s  a member of the  
House of Burgesses,  and t h e  au thor  of numerous p o l i t i c a l  t r a c t s  inc luding  
one, w r i t t e n  i n  1765, which was concerned wi th  the  r epea l  of the  Stamp Act.  
The house has never  been out  of t h e  possess ion  of  d i r e c t  descendants of 
t h e  b u i l d e r ,  and i ts  rooms c o n t a i n  a sp lendid  c o l l e c t i o n  of  family p o r t r a i t s  
and f u r n i t u r e .  Even i n  i t s  p resen t  a l t e r e d  form, Sabine Hal l ,  w i th  i t s  
f i n e  s tone  t r i m  and i n t e r i o r  woodwork, remains one of  t h e  most r i c h l y  
appointed of  V i r g i n i a ' s  ear ly-Georgian mansions. I ts  s e t t i n g  on a r i d g e  
overlooking t h e  Rappahannock'River has been l i t t l e  a l t e r e d  s i n c e  t h e  
e igh teen th  century.
