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The Hol l ins  College Quadrangle is def ined  by s i x  s t y l i s t i c a l l y  
var ied  n ine teen th  and ear ly- twent ie th-century  bui ld ings .  V i sua l ly  u n i t e d  
by z a t e r i a l s ,  c o l o r s ,  and p ropc r t ions ,  the  complex forms an i n t e r e s t i n g  and 
hamonious assemblage. The quadrangle d id  not  r ece ive  i t s  p resen t  form as  
the  r e s u l t  of a  preconceived p lan ,  but  evolved over  a  per iod  of n e a r l y  
e i g h t y  yea r s .  The e a r l i e s t  bu i ld ings  on t h e  quadrangle da ted  p r i o r  t o  t h e  
fou-eing of t h e  c o l l e g e  and were b u i l t  f o r  t h e  Bote tour t  Spr ings  r e s o r t

which operated from 1820 t o  1841. The r e s o r t ' s  h o t e l  served  as a dormitory 
frc-  t h e  t i m e  t h e  school  was formed u n t i l  it was pul led  down i n  1900. The 
e a r l i e s t  remaining b u i l d i n g  on t h e  quadrangle, and t h e  f i r s t  b u i l t  specifics-ly 
f o r  the  c o l l e g e ,  i s  Eas t  Building,  e r ec t ed  1656-58 oppos i t e  the  h o t e l  b u i l d i ~ g .  
The quadrangle 's  no r the rn  end was def ined  by Main Building,  e r e c t e d  i n  1861;

enclosed space. The modif ied Romanesque-style Bradley Chapel was b u i l t  i n  
the  corner  between East  and Hain Buildings i n  1883.

The Charles  Cocke Memorial L ib ra ry  a t  t h e  s o u t h  end of  t h e  

quadrengle i s  a  d i g n i f i e d  Neo-Classical  buildirig of  bri.c!c. I t s  doliiinant 
f e a t u r e s  a r e  t h e  pedimented l lexastyle  Roman I o n i c  p o r t i c o s  o n  both i t s  f r o n t  
and r e a r  e l e v a t i o n s .  The b u i l d i n g  i s  covered by a  shal low hipped roof  and i s  
surrounded by a  f u l l  e n t a b l a t u r e ,  A s  o r i g i n a l l y  c o n s t r u c t e d ,  i t  had a  conbinet 
gymnasium-auditorium on t h z  ground f l o o r  wi th  l i b r a r y  above. \-*en l a t e r  
co i i ie r ted  i n t o  Adminis t ra t ion  o f i i c e s ,  t h e  p re . j i den t7s  and dean ' s  o f f i c e s  
were loca ted  i n  t h e  former l i b r a r y  space.  

The quadrangle has walks extending along t h e  ce-i.ter of each 
a x i s .  It i s  informal ly  p lanted  wi th  many shade t r e e s ,  mos t ly  zsh ,  elms, and 
sugar  maples.

Plain Building 

Nain Building i s  t h e  f o c a l  poi:lt of  t h e  conplex  and shows a  
mixed s t y l i s t i c  i n f luence .  The c e n t e r  s e c t i o n  i s  accentua ted  by a  pedimented 
I o n i c  p o r t i c o  s e t  on a  b r i c k  arcade.  The pediinent is  en r i ched  by a  s c r o l l -  
work typmanum and bracketed co rn ices .  Extending across  t h e  b u i l d i n g ' s  f i r s t  
f l o o r  a r e  wooden g a l l e r i e s  wi th  e l l i p t i c a l  arched bays and Chinese l a t t i c e  
r a i l i n g s .  The second f l o o r  windows a r e  topped by shal low segmental pediments. 
A cupola was added t o  t h e  roof  i n  1879, but  w i ~ s  removed a f t e r  1900. 

The c o l l e g e ' s  main r ecep t ion  rooms a r e  l o c a t e d  on Main Bui ld ing ' s  
f i r s t  f l o o r ,  and a r e  decorated wi th  heavy Neo-Classical a r c h i t e c t u r a l  t r i m .  I n  
one of  the  sma l l e r  r ecep t ion  rooms i s  a  mantel salvaged from t h e  o r i g i n a l  h o t e l  
bu i id ing ,  The e a s t  end of  t h e  f i r s t  f l o o r  now serves  as  o f f i c e  space ,  a l though 
the  upper Eloors s t i l l  s e rve  as  do rmi to r i e s .  Nain Building housed t h e  d in ing  
room u n t i l  t h e  e r e c t i o n  of Bo te tou r t  H a l l ,  and t h e  Chapel u n t i l  t h e  e r e c t i o n  of  
Bradley Chapel. 
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S T L T E M E N T  O F  5 L C - N I F I C A N C E  

The IIol l ins  College Quadrangle is  t h e  a r c h i t e c t u r a l  f o c a l  po in t  
of one of t h e  South 's  most d i s t ingu i shed  i n s t i t u t i o n s  of  h igher  lea&ing 
f o r  young l a d i e s .  The c o l l e g e  t r a c e s  i t s  o r i g i n s  t o  t h e  founding o f  t h e  
Roanoke Fec~ale  Seminary i n  1839 a t  what was then t h e  Bo te tou r t  Springs 
r e s o r t .  S l ~ o r t l y  af terrqards,  t h e  Valley Union Educat ional  Soc ie ty  purchased 
the  school  and incorpora ted  it i n t o  t h e  Valley Union 
school  which opsned i n  18t2.  The schoo l ' s  most i n f l u e n t i a l  l e a d e r ,  Charies  
L. Cocke, took  charge of t h e  i n s t i t u t i o n  i n  1846, and a b l y  guided i t  throug
