The property being included in the boundary increase is a tract of 22.736 acres shown as parcel “B” on a plat dated
December 12, 1988 made by James E. Dorsey C.L.S. and recorded in the office of the Circuit Court of Rockbridge County,
VA. in Plat Cabinet 1, Slide 311. It lies immediately north of and contiguous to the 139-acred tract registered in 1996. It
connects the 139-acre parcel with the county road. The driveway leading from the house to county road 606 is the only
structure, other than fencing, on the tract. The tract 1s basically a broad sloping hillside consisting of open pasture with a
scattering of trees. It is visually consistent with the main portion of the farm.

The 22.736-acre tract being added to the Kennedy-Lunsford Farm nomination is land that was part of the farm in the late
18" and early 19% centuries, but was sold off in this century. It was acquired by the present owner in 1988 to control
development and to protect access from the farm entrance on county road 606 to the farm complex. The present owner
intends to place a preservation easement on both the 139 acre tract and the 22.736-acre tract.

The 22.736-acre tract, together with the 139-acre tract, includes all of the land held by the current owners of the Kermedy-
Lunsford Farm, {and that was part of the farm in the late 18" and early 19" centuries. The northern boundary of the tract is
County Route 606, along which is the original entrance to the farm. The western boundary of the tract is the historic driveway
to the farm.
