The Gomuwiasion began  considering nominations in the

fall of 1968.

There were $05 landmarks imeluded in the Virginia
Register as of December 81, 1971, An installment of the
Vitzinia Landmarks Regigter containing brief statements
on each of the Tirst 213 register properties was published
during the summer of 1970. Notice has been taken, in
sarlier fssues of Notes on Virginia, of 92 subseguent

additions to the Register.

As of May's1, 1972, The Virginia Reagister gongisted
of 885 landmarks. The thitty most racent additions were:
