Applicant: American Battlefield Trust County: Prince William Acres: 152.53 acres 
Property Features and Current Use: 
Located along Bristow Road (Route 619) in Prince William County, the Bristow-Manassas, LLC Tract (the “Property) is 
comprised of four parcels containing 152.53 acres. The Property is characterized by a rolling topography and is bounded on 
the northeast by Broad Run, a perennial tributary of the Occoquan River, on the northwest by a railroad line, and on the 
southwest by Bristow Road (Route 619). The Property also includes two unnamed perennial streams and one intermittent 
stream that drain to Broad Run. A 50’ Resource Protection Area protects wetlands along Broad Run and the perennial 
streams.  There are also two freshwater ponds that were created with earthen dams when the property was used as a dairy 
farm in the mid to late twentieth century. The Bristow-Manassas, LLC Tract has been primarily in agricultural and open 
space land use since the 1930’s. The Property formerly included two residential/agricultural sites, one in the central area 
along Bristow Road and a second in the southern corner; however, the buildings at both sites were demolished by 2010. 
There is at least one stone ruin still extant in the southern corner of the Property. The Bristow-Manassas, LLC Tract has also 
been the subject of extensive archaeological investigations resulting in fourteen recorded archaeological sites. The 
American Battlefield Trust (the “Trust”) acquired the Property via donation of Parcels A (2019) and Parcel B (2017) and 
partial sale/partial gift of Parcels C and D (2019). The Property is currently subject to development proffers that may conflict 
with the proposed historic preservation easement. The Trust has agreed to work with Prince William County (“PWC”) to 
remove these proffers prior to conveying an easement to the Virginia Board of Historic Resources (“VBHR”). Following 
recordation of the easement, the Trust will donate the Property to PWC. The County will interpret the Property as part of 
the Bristoe Station and Manassas Station Operations (Kettle Run) Battlefields with trails, signage and a small parking area.  
The Trust was awarded grant funds from the American Battlefield Protection Program and the Virginia Battlefield 
Preservation Fund to assist with the fee-simple acquisition of Parcels C and D.   
Conservation Values: 
Historic/Landscape: 
1. The property is partially within the core area and entirely within the study area of the Bristoe Station Battlefield, which

has been given a Preservation Priority Rating of I.3 Class B by the Civil War Sites Advisory Commission (“CWSAC”).  Sites
with a priority rating of I are those that have a critical need for action. Battlefield sites rated Class B are those that had a
direct and decisive influence on their campaigns, in this case the Bristoe Campaign from October to November 1863.
• On October 14, 1863, Lieutenant General A. P. Hill’s Corps stumbled upon two corps of the retreating Union Army at

Bristoe Station and attacked without proper reconnaissance. Union soldiers of the II Corps, posted behind the
Orange & Alexandria Railroad embankment, attacked two brigades of Major General Henry Heth’s division and
captured a battery of artillery. Hill reinforced his line but could make little headway. After this victory, the Union
continued its withdrawal to Centreville unmolested. General Robert E. Lee’s Bristoe offensive sputtered to a
premature halt. The Bristow Manassas, LLC Tract was the likely site of Captain R. Bruce Rickett’s Union battery
during the battle.

2. The property is partially within the core area and entirely within the study area of the Manassas Station Operations
(Kettle Run) Battlefield, which has been given a Preservation Priority Rating of IV.1 Class B by the Civil War Sites
Advisory Commission (“CWSAC”).  Sites with a priority rating of IV are considered fragmented with poor integrity.
Battlefield sites rated Class B are those that had a direct and decisive influence on their campaigns, in this case the
Northern Virginia Campaign from June to September, 1862.
• On the evening of August 26, 2862, after passing around Pope’s right flank via Thoroughfare Gap, Jackson’s wing of

the army struck the Orange & Alexandria Railroad at Bristoe Station and before daybreak August 27 marched to
capture and destroy the massive Union supply depot at Manassas Junction. This surprise movement forced Pope
into an abrupt retreat from his defensive line along the Rappahannock River. On August 27, Jackson routed a Union
brigade near Union Mills (Bull Run Bridge), inflicting several hundred casualties and mortally wounding Union
Brigadier General G. W. Taylor. Ewell’s Division fought a brisk rearguard action against Hooker’s division at Kettle
Run, resulting in about 600 casualties. Ewell held back Union forces until dark. During the night of August 27-28,
Jackson marched his divisions north to the First Manassas battlefield, where he position behind an unfinished
railroad grade.

3. The Property is within the Journey Through Hallowed Ground National Heritage Area, an 180-mile corridor stretching
from Gettysburg, Pennsylvania to Monticello, near Charlottesville, Virginia designated a National Heritage Area by
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Congress in 2008. 
4. The Property is within the Virginia Piedmont Heritage Area, a 1,800-acre area of Northern Virginia designated a

Heritage Area by the Commonwealth of Virginia in 1995.
Archaeological: 
1. The Property contains fourteen Known Archaeological Sites formally recorded in the VDHR’s permanent archive. These

sites range from Late Archaic to the mid-twentieth century.
2. The Property is further significant for its archaeological potential as a Civil War battlefield. The property has the

potential to contain additional archaeological sites, deposits and features associated with the Civil War, specifically the
Battles of Bristoe Station and Manassas Station Operations (Kettle Run), based on the concentration of troop movement
and engagement of the opposing armies across or on the Property.

3. The Property may also contain additional archaeological sites, deposits and features associated with its agricultural and
domestic uses.

Open Space: 
The Property contains 152.53 acres of land. Its preservation will augment 543.63 acres of land subject to easements held by 
the Board in Prince William County, in addition to lands protected by the Trust, Prince William County, and the Virginia 
Outdoors Foundation.   
Water Quality: 
The Property includes approximately 3,613 feet of frontage on Broad Run, a tributary of the Occoquan River, as well as 
wetlands, three unnamed streams and three freshwater ponds. The property is within Chesapeake Bay watershed.  
Conserve Virginia:  
The Property lies entirely within the “Cultural and Historic Preservation Category” and includes limited areas (along Broad 
Run and one perennial stream) of “Natural Habitat & Ecosystem Diversity Category” in ConserveVirginia, Virginia Governor 
Ralph Northam’s land conservation strategy that identifies high value lands and conservation sites across the 
Commonwealth of Virginia. Launched in 2018, ConserveVirginia is based on a data-driven process for identifying Virginia’s 
highest priority lands for protection. 
Other Supporting Governmental Policy: 
Federal: (i) “The Report on the Nation's Civil War Battlefields,” issued by the CWSAC in 1993, authorized under 54 U.S.C. § 
100507; (ii) Battlefield Land Acqusition Grant Program administered by ABPP (54 U.S.C. §§ 30801 – 308103; and (iii) The 
Land and Water Conservation Fund Act, 54 U.S.C. §§ 200301 – 200310. 
State: (i) Section 1 of Article XI of the Constitution of Virginia; (ii) Chapter 22 of Title 10.1, Sections 10.1-2200 through 10.1-
2214 of the Code of Virginia; (iii) Virginia Battlefield Preservation Fund; (iii) The Open-Space Land Act, Chapter 17 of Title 
10.1, Sections 10.1-1700 through 10.1-1705 of the Code of Virginia; (vi) the Board’s practices in reviewing and accepting an 
easement over this property, which include review by VDHR’s Easement Program staff, review by a committee comprised of 
VDHR staff from different divisions and review and acceptance by the Board at a public meeting, as set forth in the Board’s 
written adopted policies; (v) Journey Through Hallowed Ground National Heritage Act of 2008 (15 U.S.C. § 461); (vi) Virginia 
Piedmont Heritage Area (1995); and (vii) Virginia Outdoors Plan (2018) Region 8: Northern Virginia (12.2, 12.3, 12.7, 12.8, 
and 13.50); 
Local: The property is currently zoned Planned Business District (PBD); future land use designation is Flexible Employment 
Center (FEC) and Environmental Resource (ER) according to the Prince William County Comprehensive Plan (adopted 
October 17, 2017), Long-Range Land-Use Chapter, Pages LU-26 and LU-31.  See also: Cultural Resources (“CR”) Policies 1, 2, 
4, 5 and 7; Long-Range Land Use (“LU”) Policies 5, 11, 12 and 13; Open Space (“OS”) Plan Policies 2 and 4; and 
Environmental Plan (“EP”) Policies 5 and 6. The Property is also ranked as “Preservation Priority 1” in the 2016 Bristoe 
Station and Kettle Run Battlefields Preservation Study, which is currently under consideration to be incorporated into the 
Prince William County Comprehensive Plan. By letter dated February 18, 2020, Prince William County confirmed that the 
placement of an easement on this property is consistent with the Prince William County Comprehensive Plan.

Statement of Public Benefit: 
The Property is of historic and archaeological significance and is within the boundaries of two battlefields with preservation 
priority ratings from the Civil War Sites Advisory Commission. Restrictions on ground disturbance, archaeological resources 
and historic resources will ensure the Property retains its historic integrity as a Civil War battlefield landscape. The Property 
also fronts on Broad Run, two perennial streams, and one intermittent stream, contains three artificial freshwater ponds as 
well as freshwater/forested shrub wetlands, and is located within the Chesapeake Bay watershed. Preservation of the 
Bristow-Manassas, LLC Tract will augment efforts to preserve historic properties in Prince William County, including 
approximately 543.63 acres of land already subject to perpetual easements held by the Board. Following easement 
recordation, the Property will be conveyed to Prince William County and will be accessible year-round as a public park. The 
Bristow-Manassas, LLC Tract is located immediately adjacent to the Bristoe Station Battlefield Heritage Park, held in 
easement by the Board, and owned by Prince William County which operates it as a public battlefield amenity. The Property 
is visible from Bristow Road (Route 619).  The protection of the Property by the easement will also fulfill the intent of the 
2018 Virginia Outdoors Plan to protect Virginia’s historic and cultural resources, including Civil War battlefield landscapes 
and resources, and to place historic preservation and open-space easements on historic properties.

Applicant: American Battlefield Trust Locality: City of Williamsburg and James City County Acres:  29.33 acres 
Property Features and Current Use: 
Located in James City County (±9.08 acres) and the City of Williamsburg (33 acres), the Colonial Williamsburg Tract (the 
“Property”) comprises approximately 29.33 acres of land over four parcels. The proposed easement area is bounded on 
the northwest by a ravine that was the scene of the “bloody ravine”, a major area of fighting during the Battle of 
Williamsburg on May 5, 1862.  The Property also has significant frontage on Pocahontas Trail (Virginia Route 60), a major 
thoroughfare through the City of Williamsburg. Archaeologically, the Property is significant for two recorded Native 
American and Early Colonial sites. Due to its location near Williamsburg and on the Williamsburg and Yorktown 
(Revolutionary War) Battlefields, the Property likely contains additional unrecorded archaeological sites. After acquiring 
the Property in December 2020, the Trust will use it for battlefield interpretation purposes with plans to install a trail as 
well as interpretive signage.  The Trust was awarded a Surry-Skiffes Creek grant in 2017 to assist in the fee-simple purchase 
of the Property. The Trust is also applying for an American Battlefield Protection Program grant to cover the remaining 
value of the fee-simple purchase.    
Conservation Values: 
Historic Battlefield and Battlefield Landscape: 
1. The Property is entirely within the core and study areas of the Williamsburg Civil War Battlefield, which has been given 

a Preservation Priority Rating of III.2 Class B by the Civil War Sites Advisory Commission (“CWSAC”).  Sites with a priority 
rating of III are those needing additional protection. Battlefield sites rated Class B are those that had a decisive
influence on their campaign, in this instance the Peninsula Campaign from March to September of 1862.
• By early May 1862, Confederate forces, pursued by the Army of the Potomac, had fallen back from Yorktown to

a line of fortifications just southeast of Williamsburg. Confederate General Joseph E. Johnston ordered most of
his troops to march toward Richmond leaving the rearguard to defend Williamsburg. On the morning of May 5,
Union forces pressed toward the line of Confederate fortifications, including Fort Macgruder located just
northwest of the Property.  Under heavy rains, Union and Confederate forces converged on the ravine that forms 
the northwestern boundary of the Property. In what came to be known as the “bloody ravine”, Union and
Confederate soldiers fought each other in close contact while maneuvering through wet and muddy
undergrowth in the ravine. By afternoon, Confederate forces had gained ground but Union troops quickly
regrouped, stabilized their line and pushed the Confederates back to their original fortification line.  Union
General Winfield Scott Hancock’s forces managed to take a section of the Confederate line unopposed, capturing 
the Union Army’s first Confederate battle flag. Under nightfall, the Confederates abandoned the Williamsburg
line to prepare for the defense of Richmond.

2. The Property also lies partially (4.44 acres) within the boundaries of the Revolutionary War Battle of Yorktown which
has been given a Priority I Class A rating in the Report to Congress on the Historic Preservation of Revolutionary War
and War of 1812 Sites in the United States (2007).

Archaeological:  
The Property includes two known archaeological sites which contain features associated with domestic occupation and 
agricultural use of the Property, including the archaeological remains of 17th and 18th century buildings and structures, 
which sites are formally recorded in the Virginia Department of Historic Resources (“VDHR”) permanent archive. 
Additionally, Native American artifacts from the Middle to Late Archaic and Middle Woodland periods were also found at 
these sites. Given the size and location of the Property, it is likely to contain additional sites, deposits or features associated 
with its prehistoric and historic use and occupation.

Property Features and Current Use: 
Located on Beulah Church Road (Route 633) in southeastern Hanover County, The Shrewsbury Tract is comprised of a 
single tax parcel containing approximately 5.498 acres (the “Property”). The Property is currently used for residential 
and open-space purposes. Approximately 1.3 acres (23%) of the Property is under wooded cover while the remainder is 
primarily grass lawn. Earthworks are located in the forested area along the western boundary as well as a historic road 
trace that connects the Property to the adjacent Fletcher’s Redoubt property now owned by the National Park Service.  
Access is via a long paved asphalt drive from Beulah Church Road. From the time of the Civil War through 1972, the 
Property was used for agricultural purposes. In 1972 the Property was converted to residential use with the 
construction of a brick house, frame garage and small frame shed/kennel. The American Battlefield Trust (“Trust”) 
acquired the Property in August 2020. The Trust is applying for an American Battlefield Protection Program grant, and 
has been awarded a Virginia Battlefield Preservation Fund (“VBPF”) grant to assist with the fee-simple purchase of the 
Property. After conveying an easement on the Property to the Virginia Board of Historic Resources (“Board”), the Trust 
intends to demolish any non-historic structures within five years of easement recordation and use the Property for 
open-space and battlefield interpretation purposes.     
Conservation Values: 
Historic Battlefield/Landscape: 
1. The Property is located entirely within the core area of the Cold Harbor Battlefield, which has been given a 

Preservation Priority Rating of I.1 Class A by the Civil War Sites Advisory Commission (“CWSAC”).  Sites with a 
priority rating of I are those with a critical need for action. Battlefield sites rated Class A are those that had a 
decisive influence on their campaign (in this case Grant’s Overland Campaign from May to June 1864) and a direct 
impact on the course of the war.  
• On June 1, 1864, General William F. “Baldy” Smith’s Union 18th Corps massed in the Beulah Church Road and 

advanced east to west. Union General Brooks’ division moved across this ground and drove off Confederate 
skirmishers before being halted by the primary Confederate line about 400 yards farther west. On June 3, 
General Martindale’s division formed on this ground under fire and then advanced on to the adjacent Allison 
Farm to the south, where the division was decimated at short range. From June 3-12 this tract was part of the 
ground where the Union 9th Corps connected with the Union 18th Corps. The woods on the western portion of 
the Property include well-defined earthworks representing part of the Federal army’s front line during the 
second week of Cold Harbor. This line stretched for a total of 4 ½ miles. At various times on June 6, 7, and 8, 
fighting swirled occurred on or near the Property as the Confederate 2nd Corps launched various attacks to test 
the integrity of the 9th Corps line.     

2. The Property is also located entirely within the study area of the Gaines’ Mill Battlefield, which has been given a 
Preservation Priority Rating of I.1 Class A by the CWSAC.  Sites with a priority rating of I.1 are those with a critical 
need for action. Battlefield sites rated Class A are those that had a decisive influence on their campaign (in this case 
the Peninsula Campaign from March to September of 1862) and a direct impact on the course of the war. 

3. The Property features the sunken bed of a now-abandoned historic farm road that ran west from the 1864 Allison 
Farm (located to the south) to the Beulah Church Road. 

Archaeological: 
1. The Property contains some distinctive earthworks and a historic road trace. It is possible that Shrewsbury Tract 

contains additional archaeological sites, features and or deposits associated with the Battles of Cold Harbor and 
Gaines’ Mill due to the number of troops, officers and equipment that crossed the Property and the intensity of the 
fighting that occurred on the Property.  

2. Although the Property has not been subjected to professional archaeological survey, in the opinion of the VDHR, the 
Property has the potential to contain archaeological sites, deposits and features associated with the Civil War, 
specifically the Battles of Cold Harbor and Gaines Mill, based on the concentration of troop movement and 
engagement of the opposing armies across or on the Property.  

Open Space: 
The Property contains approximately 5.498 acres of land open space land.

The protection of the 
Property by the easement will also fulfill the intent of the 2018 Virginia Outdoors Plan to protect Virginia’s historic and 
cultural resources, including Civil War battlefield landscapes and resources, and to place historic preservation and open-
space easements on historic properties. 
Complexities: 
Section 10.1-1701 of the Virginia Code (the Open-Space Land Act) states that “the use of the real property for open-
space land shall conform to the official comprehensive plan for the area in which the property is located.” Public bodies 
that hold easements under the Open-Space Land Act generally contact localities in advance of recording an easement to 
confirm that placing an open-space easement on a given property is consistent with their comprehensive plan. Per 
Hanover County Planning Department’s 07-25-18 and 02-25-20 letters, because the Shrewsbury Tract is within a 
designated Suburban Service Area, an open-space easement on this Property would not be consistent with the County’s 
Comprehensive Plan. DHR consulted with the Office of the Attorney General to confirm that the Board can hold an 
easement solely  under its own enabling legislation without citing the Open-Space Land Act. Director Langan 
subsequently spoke with Hanover County Planning Director David Maloney to discuss this issue and inform him of DHR’s 
plan to hold the easement solely under Chapter 22 of Title 10.1, § 10.1-2204(A)(4) of the Virginia Code without also 
citing the Open-Space Land Act in the easement.  
Easement Acceptance Committee Recommendation: 
The Easement Acceptance Committee recommends approval of the Shrewsbury Tract easement offer subject to the 
following conditions:

Property Features and Current Use: 
Located in southern Shenandoah County just north of the town of New Market, the Abel Tract (the “Property”) comprises 
21.7 acres in a single parcel. The Property features a rolling topography with frontage on Route 11, a Virginia Scenic Byway, 
and Interstate 81. The Abel Tract has been in agricultural, residential and open space use since at least 1900and is improved 
by  thirteen buildings: one frame dwelling (ca. 1900), one metal garage (ca. 2000), frame barn (ca. 1930) and ten frame 
sheds (ca. 1930).  The current owners, Michael and Patricia Abel, maintain the Property and use it for agricultural (hay 
production) purposes. Shenandoah Valley Battlefields Foundation (“SVBF”) formerly owned the Property from 2005 to 2006 
at which time it conveyed a conservation easement over the Property to the Virginia Outdoors Foundation (“VOF”) before 
selling it to the Abels. Now SVBF is seeking to acquire the Property again in order to incorporate it into its planned New 
Market Battlefield Municipal Trail. The Abel Tract will figure prominently in this new trail system linking the town of New 
Market with the Virginia Museum of the Civil War on the western side of Interstate 81.  SVBF will install trails and 
interpretive signage to interpret the Property as part of the New Market Battlefield. SVBF will also use it for agricultural and 
living history demonstrations during special events. SVBF intends to demolish the existing non-historic buildings at some 
point in the future. With VOF’s approval, the easement will be assigned to the Board of Historic Resources (“Board”) and 
then amended and restated to include additional restrictions and protections. SVBF plans to apply for an American 
Battlefield Protection Program (“ABPP”) grant and a Virginia Land Conservation Foundation (“VLCF”) grant to assist with the 
transaction.  
Conservation Values: 
Historic Battlefield and Battlefield Landscape: 
1. The Abel Tract is entirely within the core and study areas of the New Market Battlefield, which has been given a 

Preservation Priority Rating of IV Class B by the Civil War Sites Advisory Commission (“CWSAC”).  Sites with a priority 
rating of I are those that are considered fragmented with poor integrity.  Battlefield sites rated Class B are those that 
had a direct and decisive influence on their campaign, in this instance Sheridan’s Shenandoah Valley Campaign from 
August to December of 1864.  
• The Abel Tract was heavily fought over during the Battle of New Market. In May 1864, Federal forces under 

General Franz Sigel were making their way through the Shenandoah Valley towards Staunton and Lynchburg when, 
on May 15th, they were met at New Market by General John C. Breckinridge’s Confederate forces. Breckinridge 
was able to move his infantry, including the VMI cadets, through the town of New Market and push the Union 
forces back to Bushong’s Hill north of town. At Bushong’s Hill, Confederate forces repulsed the Union’s attempted 
advances. Sigel’s forces retreated north to Cedar Creek, burning a bridge and thus halting the Confederate’s 
pursuit. The result was a decisive Confederate victory that left the Shenandoah Valley under Confederate control 
until the fall of 1864.  

• In the late morning of May 15, Breckinridge attacked three Confederate infantry regiments commanded by Colonel 
Augustus Moor and located just north of New Market.  Moor’s troops were driven northward over the Abel Tract.  
The 24th Massachusetts, 123rd Ohio and 18th Connecticut regiments retreated across the Abel Tract followed swiftly 
by the 62nd and 23rd Virginia cavalry.   

2. The Property is within the Shenandoah Valley Battlefields National Historic District, an eight county region in the 
Shenandoah Valley of Virginia designated by Congress in the 1996 “Shenandoah Valley Battlefields National Historic 
District and Commission Act” (P.L. 104-333). 

Archaeological: 
1. The Property is significant for its archaeological potential as a Civil War battlefield. Although the Property has not been 

subjected to professional archaeological survey, in the opinion of the VDHR, the Property has the potential to contain 
archaeological sites, deposits and features associated with the Civil War, specifically the Battle of New Market, based on 
the concentration of troop movement and engagement of the opposing armies across or on the Property.  

2. It is possible that the Property contains archaeological sites, features and or deposits associated with its domestic 
occupation during the 20th century. 

Open Space: 
The Property contains 21.7 acres of land, currently used for agricultural, residential and open-space purposes.

Property Features and Current Use: 
Located in northern Shenandoah County in the town of Fisher’s Hill, the Stoner-Keller Farm comprises twelve parcels of land 
totaling 118.2146 ± acres (the “property”). Owners William and Martha Erbach use the property for residential and 
agricultural (cattle grazing) purposes. Stoner-Keller Farm is visible from Battlefield Road, Copp Road, and Interstate 81, all 
public rights-of-way. The property includes the Stoner-Keller Mill (1772), Stoner-Keller House (1844) and four other 
buildings/structures listed on the Virginia Landmarks Register (“VLR”) in 2012 and National Register of Historic Places 
(“NRHP”) in 2013. The property also contains thirteen other historic and non-historic buildings and structures including a 
commercial building, two springhouses, three houses, multiple sheds and a modern dam. The majority of buildings and 
structures contribute to the Fisher’s Hill Historic District, a district deemed eligible for listing in the VLR. The Property also 
features a number of archaeological resources, including Civil War earthworks constructed prior to the Battle of Fisher’s Hill. 
Additional archaeological resources include the Keller Lumber Mill and Mill Race site, an area of Native American 
occupation, a late eighteenth-century/early nineteenth century cemetery believed to include members of the Stoner 
Family, unidentified earthen features, fence lines and road traces. SVBF plans to incorporate this property into the proposed 
Fisher’s Hill Battlefield Interpretative Trail Network with about a mile of pedestrian trails connecting this property with 
adjacent battlefield properties including Lyon Farm (BHR easement) and Ramseur’s Hill (VOF easement).  The Fisher’s Hill 
trail system will be used for battlefield interpretation and will be open to the public during daylight hours. SVBF will apply 
for American Battlefield Protection Program, Virginia Battlefield Preservation Fund, and Virginia Land Conservation Fund 
grants to assist with the conveyance of an easement on the Stoner-Keller Farm.  
Conservation Values: 
Historic Battlefield and Battlefield Landscape: 
1. The Property is entirely within the core area of the Fisher’s Hill Battlefield, which has been given a Preservation Priority 

Rating of I.3 Class B by the Civil War Sites Advisory Commission (“CWSAC”).  Sites with a priority rating of I are those that 
are in critical need of action.  Battlefield sites rated Class B are those that had a direct and decisive influence on their 
campaign, in this instance Sheridan’s Shenandoah Valley Campaign from August to December of 1864. 
• Following his defeat at Third Winchester (Opequon) on September 19, 1864, Confederate Lieutenant General Jubal 

Early withdrew his forces to defensive positions along a five-mile stretch of earthworks dug into the line of high hills 
and ridges south of Tumbling Run, an area known as Fisher’s Hill. Entrenched on high ground, Early hoped to deter 
the advance of Union Major General Philip Sheridan’s troops marching south from Strasburg. However, they were 
thinly spread over a four-mile line and vastly outnumbered. On September 20-21, the Union army advanced and 
captured the high ground opposite the Confederate earthworks, driving back skirmishers positioned along the 
heights. On the 22nd, Union troops commanded by General George Crook moved around North Mountain (to the 
west) and behind the Confederate position. Crook attacked Early’s left flank from the rear while Sheridan mounted a 
frontal assault on the ridge. Taken by surprise, the Confederate defense collapsed from west to east. Early retreated 
south to Rockfish Gap near Waynesboro, opening the Valley to a Union invasion. Mills and barns from Staunton to 
Strasburg were burned in what became known as the “Burning” or “Red October,” leaving the Shenandoah Valley 
devoid of supplies and ineffective in the Confederacy’s war effort. 

• On September 22, 1864, the Confederate defense collapsed from west to east as General Crook’s corps surprised 
and over ran the Confederate left with Major General Sheridan’s other corps joining the assault. Pegram’s 
Confederate division held the hill there. Confederate artillery were also positioned on the property.  The 
Confederates were attacked by Union forces in Gettys’ 1st Division of the XI Corps. The Battle of Fisher’s Hill resulted 
in a Union victory and a total of 1,763 casualties.       

2. The Property is entirely within the study area of the Cedar Creek Battlefield, which has been given a Preservation 
Priority Rating of I.1 Class A from the CWSAC.  Battlefields with a priority rating of I are those that are in critical need of 
action, while those rated Class A had a decisive influence on a campaign (in this instance Sheridan’s Shenandoah Valley 
Campaign) from August to December of 1864 and a direct impact on the course of the war. 

3. The property is within the Shenandoah Valley Battlefields National Historic District, an eight county region in the 
Shenandoah Valley of Virginia designated by Congress in the 1996 “Shenandoah Valley Battlefields National Historic 
District and Commission Act” (P.L. 104-333).  
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Architectural: 
A 2.5 ± acre portion of the Property was individually listed on the VLR and the NRHP  under criterions A and C.  Buildings and 
structures located within the nominated boundariesinclude: the Stoner-Keller Mill (1772), Mill Race (1772), Stoner-Keller 
House (1844), Tenant House (1880), Barn (1880), and Dam Ruins (early 20th century).   
Archaeological:  
1. The property contains three archaeological Sites, which contain features associated with the Civil War and Native 

American occupation of the property, and which sites are formally recorded in the DHR’s permanent archive.  
2. Per Clarence Geier, Alyson L. Wood and Joseph W. A. Whitehorne’s 2011 The Erbach Parcel: Battle of Fisher’s Hill, a 

Cultural Resources Assessment, additional archaeological sites identified on the property include: (i) Late 18th 
century/early 19th century cemetery, possibly dating to the Stoner Family; (ii) Late 19th/early 20th century trash pit ; (iv) 
Lumber Mill Road trace ; and (v) unidentified earthen features which include an oval depression, a circular depression, a 
platform feature and a one lane access road. These sites need to be field verified and recorded in DHR’s permanent 
archive. 

3. Although the entire property has not been subjected to professional archaeological survey, in the opinion of the VDHR, 
the property has the potential to contain other archaeological sites, features and or deposits associated with the battles 
of Fisher’s Hill and Cedar Creek as well as the commercial (milling), agricultural and historic and prehistoric domestic 
occupation and use of the property.   

Open Space: 
The property contains approximately 118.2146 ± acres of land used for agricultural, forestal, and open-space purposes.  
Forestal: 
The property contains approximately 60 ± acres of land in forested cover, primarily mature secondary growth. 
Agricultural: 
The property contains approximately 61.5 ± acres of open-land, portions of which are used for agricultural (cattle grazing) 
purposes. It also contains 25.5 acres of Prime Farmland and 69.3 acres of Farmland of Statewide Importance as defined by 
the United States Department of Agriculture (“USDA”). 
Water Quality: 
The property contains approximately 5,440 feet of frontage on the North and South Forks of Tumbling Run and Tumbling 
Run, a tributary of the Shenandoah River.

The Stoner-Keller Farm is of historic and archaeological significance and is within the boundaries of two Civil war battlefields 
with preservation priority ratings from the Civil War Sites Advisory Commission. The property also meets the National 
Register Criteria for Evaluation in 36 C.F.R. 60.4, and a 2.5 acre portion is individually listed on the VLR and NRHP. 
Restrictions on alterations of historic resources on the Property, including archaeological sites, and requirements for the 
maintenance of such resources, will ensure the Property retains its historic integrity as a Civil War battlefield landscape as 
well as its eligibility for listing on the state and federal historic registers. Conservation of the Stoner-Keller Farm will 
augment efforts to preserve historic properties in Shenandoah County, including approximately 1,057 acres of land already 
subject to perpetual easements held by the Board. Preservation of the open-space and wooded character of the property 
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also preserves a rural landscape that attracts tourism and commerce to the area and enhances the quality of life for area 
residents. Additionally, restrictions on development, new construction, and ground disturbing activities and requirements 
for forest management in the easement will protect the forested landscape and forest resources on the property and the 
natural benefits associated with forest conservation such as clean air and water. The Property also fronts on perennial 
streams, contains freshwater/forested shrub wetlands and is within the Chesapeake Bay watershed. Limiting new 
construction, timbering, ground disturbing activities and uses of the property in the easement will support protection of 
water quality in the Chesapeake Bay. The property is visible from Battlefield Road (VA Route 601), Depot Road, Copp Road, 
and Interstate 81, which roads are public rights-of-way. Restrictions on new construction and viewshed requirements in the 
easement will protect scenic and historic views from these roads by the general public and users of such road. The 
protection of the property by the easement will also fulfill the intent of the 2018 Virginia Outdoors Plan to protect Virginia’s 
historic and cultural resources, including Civil War battlefield landscapes and resources, and to place historic preservation 
and open-space easements on historic properties.

2. The property owners do not intend to obtain written leases with DHR’s standard subordination language for existing

agricultural and residential tenancies.

Property Features and Current Use: 
The Ellen Glasgow House (the “Property”) occupies a single 0.287-acre parcel at 1 West Main Street in the City of Richmond.  
While primarily known as the home of Pulitzer Prize-winning author Ellen Glasgow, the house is also a classic example of 
Greek Revival architecture in Richmond. Built in 1841 by David M. Branch, the three-bay brick and stucco house features 
two stories over an English basement.  The main house retains the majority of its original floor plan, doors, windows and 
moldings.  The two-story ell wing was added by 1889. During the mid-twentieth century, this rear wing was remodeled for 
use as apartments. A two-story brick carriage house is located at the southeast corner of the Property and dates to the late 
nineteenth century, but its interiors have been heavily renovated.  The main house was home to author Ellen Glasgow from 
1887 to her death in 1945.  Following Ms. Glasgow’s death, her brother donated the Property to the Virginia Historical Society 
which, in turn, conveyed it to the Association for Preservation of Virginia Antiquities (“APVA”).  The APVA leased the house 
until 1983 when it sold the house to The Glasgow House Associates. At the time of this sale, the APVA assigned covenants 
to preserve the house’s integrity as well as its interior and exterior appearance.  The Ellen Glasgow House is currently used 
for residential purposes. The current owners plan to list the Property for sale, but would like to ensure its preservation by 
conveying an easement to the Virginia Board of Historic Resources (“Board”) simultaneous with the sale of the Property. If 
the Property is sold prior to easement recordation, the owners will make the easement a condition of the sale.  

Conservation Values: 
Historic/Architectural: 
1.   The Ellen Glasgow House was listed as a National Historic Landmark (“NHL”) on November 11, 1971 and individually listed 

on the Virginia Landmarks Register (“VLR”) on January 18, 1972 and the National Register of Historic Places “NRHP”) on 
May 5, 1972 for its architectural significance and association with Pulitzer Prize-winning author Ellen Glasgow.  
• The Property was the home of Ellen Glasgow, a notable twentieth century novelist, poet, and literary critic known 

for her realism. Her works, such as The Deliverance (1904), Barren Ground (1925), and The Sheltered Life (1932), 
made her one of the most significant 20th century novelists in the United States. Of her twenty novels, all but one 
are set in Virginia and reflect the changing social dynamic of Richmond, the state of Virginia, and the south during 
her lifetime. In 1942, Glasgow’s In This Our Life (1941) received the Pulitzer Prize for best novel. She died in the house 
in 1945. Of her life there, Glasgow wrote that “The fibers of my personality are interwoven, I feel, with some 
indestructible element of the place…” (from page 26 of The Woman Within: An Autobiography (1954), edited by 
Pamela R. Matthews). In 1971, the Property was designated a NHL in the area of literature due to its association with 
Ellen Glasgow.  

• The Property is individually listed in the VLR and the NRHP under Criterion B for its “association with the lives of significant 
persons in our past,” particularly in the area of literature as the home of novelist Ellen Glasgow, and under Criterion C as 
it embodies “the distinctive characteristics of a type, period or method of construction” because the Ellen Glasgow House 
is a well preserved example of a detached Greek Revival style townhouse. The Ellen Glasgow House, situated on an city 
lot containing grass lawn, mature trees, brick pathways and an historic Carriage House, retains integrity of setting, 
location, feeling and association as a grand 19th century urban residence, and of construction, architectural style, and 
materials as a Greek Revival style dwelling. Richmond architectural historian and author Mary Wingfield Scott 
described the Ellen Glasgow House in her 1941 book Houses of Old Richmond as being “in the most perfect condition 
of any of the remaining Greek Revival mansions.” The house remains in relatively unchanged condition since the time 
of Glasgow’s residency. Built in 1841 for tobacco merchant David M. Branch, the Ellen Glasgow House is dominated 
by a central entrance portico with classical Greek Revival style elements, including a simple molded cornice with a 
plain frieze and architrave supported by fluted Doric columns. The symmetrical proportions of the building are 
complemented by a hipped roof with four interior chimneys, window hoods, scored stucco walls, cornice with egg 
and dart molding above dentils, and a full-width rear porch supported by Tuscan columns. A rear wing was added to 
the dwelling sometime between 1876 and 1889. On the interior, Greek Revival detailing continues on the first floor 
with acanthus leaf-topped pilasters, a deeply cut molded cornice in the hall, classic floral ceiling medallions, fourteen 
foot high ceilings, elaborate marble fireplaces and mantels and a hanging staircase. The second floor echoes the first 
with thirteen foot high ceilings, marble fireplaces and mantels, medallions in corner blocks of doors, and similar 
Greek Revival style trim. By 1843 David Branch lost the house due to financial difficulties and it was purchased in 1846 
by Isaac Davenport, founder of the Franklin Manufacturing Company. In 1887 Davenport’s family sold the house to 
Francis T. Glasgow, the writer's father.  
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2.   The Property also contains a late 18th century two-story, two bay brick Carriage House, adapted for use as office space in 
the 20th century. Additional historic structures on the Property include a cast iron fence that encloses the northern 
portion of the lot, a tessellated marble patio at the front entrance to the house, and an eight-foot high brick wall that 
encloses the southern portion of the Property along its western and southern boundaries 

3.  The Ellen Glasgow House is also a contributing resource to the Monroe Ward Historic District, a district listed on the 
Virginia Landmarks Register on September 15, 1999 and the National Register of Historic Places on January 27, 2000. 

4.  The Ellen Glasgow House has been designated as an individual district in the City of Richmond Old and Historic Districts.   
Archaeological:  
Although the Property has not been subjected to professional archaeological survey, in the opinion of the VDHR, the Property 
is further significant for its potential to contain archaeological sites, deposits or features directly associated with the historic 
domestic occupation and use of the Property as an urban dwelling.  An 1876 map of the City of Richmond by F. W. Beers 
indicates that the Property included a free-standing frame outbuilding on the southwest side of the present lot (now 
occupied by a garden).  This area may contain foundations or other deposits associated with this outbuilding. 
Open Space: 
The Property contains approximately 0.287 acres of land. 
Conserve Virginia Conservation Values:  
The Property lies entirely within the “Cultural and Historic Preservation Category” in ConserveVirginia, Governor Ralph 
Northam’s land conservation strategy that identifies high value lands and conservation sites across Virginia. ConserveVirginia 
(launched in 2018) is based on a data-driven process for identifying Virginia’s highest priority lands for protection.

Local: Current zoning is Transit-Oriented Nodal District; future land use is designated as Downtown Mixed Use. The City of 
Richmond Master Plan 2000 - 2020, adopted November 6, 2000, updated September 2017, offers support for historic 
preservation at pages 27, 101, 112-115.  The Property has been designated as an individual district in the City of Richmond 
Old and Historic Districts. By email dated July 16, 2020, the City of Richmond Department of Planning & Review confirmed 
that placement of a historic preservation and open-space easement on the Ellen Glasgow House is generally consistent with 
current City of Richmond Master Plan and the City of Richmond Downtown Plan. 

Existing Buildings and Structures: 
Two story brick and stucco house over an English basement (ca. 1841) with two story brick rear ell wing (ca. 1876-1889); two 
story brick carriage house (ca. 1876-1889), cast iron fence along north and west boundaries, brick wall along west and south 
boundaries, marble patio at front of house, brick pathways at rear and west side of house. 

Easement Terms: 
Maintenance and Preservation: property shall be maintained, preserved, and protected in same or better condition.

Statement of Public Benefit: 
The Property is of historic significance that meets the National Register Criteria for Evaluation in 36 C.F.R. 60.4, and is 
individually listed on the VLR and NRHP. The Property also meets the NHL criteria for designation codified at 36 C.F.R. Parts 
65.4 and 65.5 and is designation as a NHL. Restrictions on alterations of historic resources on the Property, including 
archaeological sites, and requirements for the maintenance of such resources, will ensure the Property retains its historic 
integrity, designation as an NHL and eligibility for listing on the state and federal historic registers. Preservation of the Ellen 
Glasgow House will augment efforts to preserve historic properties in the City of Richmond, including approximately 21.958 
acres of land already subject to perpetual easements held by the Board. The Property contains areas of grass lawn scattered 
with mature trees and shrubs in an urban setting. Preservation of the open-space character of the Property through the 
easement preserves a local cityscape that attracts tourism to the area and enhances the quality of life for area residents. 
The Property is visible from W. Main Street and S. Foushee Street, both public rights-of-way. Restrictions on new construction 
and alterations to the Ellen Glasgow House and the Carriage House in the Easement will protect scenic and historic views from 
W. Main Street and S. Foushee Street by the general public and users of such roads. In addition to its visibility from a public 
right-of-way, the easement requires the Property to be open to the public two days per year. The protection of the Property 
by the easement will also fulfill the intent of the 2018 Virginia Outdoors Plan to protect Virginia’s historic and cultural 
resources and to place historic preservation and open-space easements on historic properties.  

Complexities: 
1.  There are currently two deeds of trust on the Property. Subordination documents will be required if the owners are unable 

to sell the Property by the time of easement recordation. 
2.  The APVA placed covenants on the Property when it sold it in 1983; APVA/Preservation Virginia has agreed to release the 

covenants in favor of the Board’s easement but has requested to retain its right of first refusal to purchase the Property. DHR 
Easement Program staff consult with the Office of the Attorney General regarding the release.  

Easement Acceptance Committee Recommendation: 
The Easement Acceptance Committee recommends approval of the Glasgow House easement offer, subject to the following 
conditions:   
1. Receipt of subordination documents for any deed(s) of trust that encumber the Property when the easement is recorded. 
2. Release of APVA/Preservation Virginia’s covenants; right of first refusal to be retained by Preservation Virginia. 
3. Continued negotiation of easement terms and provisions to the satisfaction of DHR staff.

Property Features and Current Use: 
Located off Vantage Drive and east of Route 1 (Jefferson Davis Highway) near Woodbridge, the Kings Highway Tract  (the 
“Property”) contains 1.4778 acres of land in wooded cover. The Property is unimproved and surrounded by dense 
residential development on all sides with a small pond and trail immediately adjacent on the west side. The topography of 
the parcel is defined by an entrenched road trace that is a remaining intact section of the King’s Highway. This roadway is 
historically and archaeologically significant as the route that Washington and Rochambeau traveled with their troops to 
the siege of Yorktown at the end of the Revolutionary War. The Property is also partially within the National Register 
boundary for Rippon Lodge (DHR ID 076-0023). Prince William County acquired the property in May 2017 and they have 
since developed it into a small park with full public access. The County has installed three interpretive signs detailing the 
history the road trace as part of the King’s Highway and also the Property’s connection to nearby Rippon Lodge.   
Conservation Values: 
Historic/Landscape: 

1. The section of the King's Highway that passed through Virginia was previously known as the Potomac Path, as much 
of it followed an old Native American path between the Rappahannock and Potomac Rivers. Paths and trails along 
the high ridges between the rivers and creeks in this region were established by Native Americans and subsequently 
used by early settlers. By the end of the 17th century, the north-south trail that traversed Prince William County 
was formally known as the Potomac Path and extended northeast to the ferry at Occoquan. By the mid-18th century, 
the route became the official path for mail service and was dubbed the “King’s Highway” for King Charles II. The 
King’s Highway assumed great importance for overland travel between the colonies. Sections of the road were 
paved in the 1920s and incorporated into U.S. Route 1, which loosely follows the Potomac Path/King’s Highway 
through Prince William County. 

2. The Property lies along the historic Washington-Rochambeau Route. This linear route has been designated a Class 
A Revolutionary War Preservation Priority: Associated Historic Property Needing Further Study as defined in the 
Report to Congress on the Historic Preservation of Revolutionary War and War of 1812 Sites in the United States 
(2007), prepared by the American Battlefield Protection Program of the National Park Service. Sites that “need 
further study” are those where the location, condition, integrity, or threats are unknown and field survey has not 
been completed. The Class A designation is for those sites associated with events that shaped a Class A military 
action but were not part of the action itself, in this instance the 1781 Siege of Yorktown. In the spring of 1781 Gen. 
John Baptiste de Rochambeau arrived with reinforcements of ground troops—infantry and light artillery—to support 
the American War effort. General Washington and Rochambeau left Mount Vernon on September 12, 1781 and 
traveled south along the King’s Highway, passing Rippon Lodge, the home of Col. Richard Blackburn, through 
Dumfries, across the Rappahannock River, and into Fredericksburg. The movement included artillery, baggage 
transported via wagon train, and support staff. 

3. The extant road segment that comprises the Property has a deeply sunken profile in places, with a clear definition 
of walls and road bed. There are maturing trees on either side of the road and on the walls with limited undergrowth. 
A 2004 reconnaissance survey completed by the National Park Service noted that the intersection of this segment 
with the Rippon Lodge Farm Road (located east/southeast) was clearly visible. 

4. The Property is within the Virginia Piedmont Heritage Area, an 1,800-acre area of Northern Virginia designated a 
Heritage Area by the Commonwealth of Virginia in 1995. 

Archaeological: 
It is possible that the Property contains archaeological sites, features and or deposits associated with the King’s Highway 
and the Washington-Rochambeau Route due to the number of troops, wagons, and civilians that crossed or traveled over 
the property.  The property may also contain archaeological sites associated with Rippon Landing. 
Open Space: 
The Property contains 1.4778 acres of open, wooded land. It is visible from Vantage Drive, a public right-of-way and is in 
close proximity to Rippon Lodge, subject to an easement held by the Virginia Board of Historic Resources (“Board”).

Statement of Public Benefit: 
The Kings Highway Heritage Park I tract is of historic and archaeological significance and is on the Washington-Rochambeau 
Route, which has a priority rating in the Report to Congress on the Historic Preservation of Revolutionary War and War of 
1812 Sites in the United States. Restrictions on alterations of historic resources on the Property, and requirements for the 
maintenance of such resources, will ensure the Property retains its historic integrity as an historic battlefield landscape. 
Preservation of the Kings Highway Tract will augment ongoing efforts to preserve historic properties in Prince William 
County, including approximately 543 acres of land already subject to perpetual easements held by the Board. Preservation 
of the open-space and wooded character of the Property preserves a local landscape that attracts tourism and commerce 
to the area and enhances the quality of life for area residents. The Property is open to the public 365 days per year and 
the easement also requires physical public access to the property. Restrictions on new construction and viewshed 
requirements in the Easement will protect scenic and historic views experienced by the general public as they travel 
through the Property. The protection of the Property by the Easement will also fulfill the intent of the 2018 Virginia 
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Outdoors Plan to protect Virginia’s historic and cultural resources, and to place historic preservation and open-space 
easements on historic properties. 
Update to Board Approval: 
• The Virginia Board of Historic Resources (“Board”) approved the easement offer for the Property at its June 16, 2016 

meeting, subject to specific conditions. 
• Since that time, the nature of the transaction and ownership of the Property has changed. DHR received an updated 

easement application form in 2020. 
• Per Easement Program Policy #2: Criteria for Acceptance of Easements, standard approvals given by the Board are 

valid for two calendar years from the date of Board approval.

Complexities:

Property Features and Current Use: 
Located on Main Street in the Village of Waterford, the John McGeath Log Cabin property is comprised of one parcel 
totaling 0.1556 acre (the “Property”).  The Property is improved for residential use by a two-story historic vernacular style 
dwelling constructed circa 1800 and modified in the mid-20th century. The topography of the Property slopes steeply to the 
west and toward the Dwelling and ground cover is a mix of grass lawn and mature trees. A non-historic stone retaining wall 
runs parallel to Main Street while a second non-historic stone wall runs along the west Property boundary. The John 
McGeath Log Cabin is a contributing resource to the Historic Waterford District, listed on the Virginia Landmarks Register 
and the National Register of Historic Places in 1969, and declared a National Historic Landmark in 1970. The owner intends 
to convey an historic preservation and open-space easement on the Property prior to listing it for sale. 
Board Approval: 
The Virginia Board of Historic Resources (“Board”) approved the easement offer for the Property at its September 20, 2018 
meeting, subject to the following: 
1. The northern chimney of the dwelling stands on the boundary line and the northern wall of the dwelling is three feet

from boundary line. This will present issues for future easement stewardship purposes particularly when DHR staff need
to take photographs of the dwelling, and should any repair work be required on the northern wall and chimney. Staff is
currently consulting with the Office of the Attorney General (“OAG”) about possible resolutions of the issue, which will
include requesting that you obtain a dedicated right-of-way (across the adjoining property) for access.

2. Submission of a title insurance policy naming the Board as the insured party.
3. Receipt of documents authorizing the existing Deed of Trust to be subordinated to the easement, including:

a. Written documentation from the lender indicating their willingness to subordinate the lien to the easement.
b. Name and position of individual who will be signing on behalf of the lender and document identifying that

Situated near the end of Josephine Street at the southeast edge of the town of Berryville, the “Josephine School” or 
“Josephine City School” building is located within the Johnson Williams Apartment Community. Accessed via a paved drive 
from Josephine Street, the 0.1567-acre property (“the Property”) contains the historic Josephine School building. The 
Josephine School is a frame two-room schoolhouse originally constructed in 1882. The building is a rare example of a 
Reconstruction-era African-American schoolhouse constructed within a self-contained community. In the 1930s, the 
building was moved roughly 100 feet to the south and became part of the Clarke County Training School. It was utilized for 
home economics and agriculture classrooms. The building was used for classroom purposes until 1971, when it was adapted 
for use as storage space. Brick paths lead to the primary entrance while one interpretative sign detailing the history of 
schools in Josephine City is adjacent to the west side of the building. In 2002, the building was restored and Clarke County 
conveyed an easement over the Josephine School to the Virginia Board of Historic Resources (“Board”). It is currently leased 
to the Josephine School Community Museum for use as a public gathering and exhibit space. The museum is dedicated to 
the history of Clarke County’s African-American community. In 2018, the National Park Service awarded Clarke County a 
grant to assist with physical preservation of the building through the African American Civil Rights Grant Program (Pub. L. 
114-113, 2016). The existing easement will be Amended and Restated to incorporate grant requirements.  
Board Approval:

Property Features and Current Use: 
Comprised of a mixture of mature deciduous hardwood trees, ornamental plantings, and grass lawn, the 2.579-acre Yeates 
Tract (the “Property”) is currently improved for residential purposes. Existing buildings and structures include one single-
family brick dwelling with two attached decks and two slate and brick patios, one detached carport, two brick pillars, and a 
stone fire pit. The tract fronts General Longstreet’s Line which is a private gravel road running through the surrounding 
Zouave Hills residential subdivision. The topography of the Property slopes steeply from the northwest corner downward 
toward a low-lying floodplain of Young’s Branch, a creek that forms the eastern Property boundary. Young’s Branch is 
located on the Manassas National Battlefield Park property, which adjoins the eastern boundary of the Yeates Tract. The 
Trust acquired the Property in July 2016, and as part of the acquisition, the Trust negotiated a holdover occupancy/lease 
agreement with the previous owners of the Property.

b) The Residential Lease shall endure only until such time as the Residential Lease is terminated as provided therein or 
until June 30, 2020. Under no circumstances shall the Residential Lease be renewed or extended beyond June 30, 
2020 nor shall any subsequent or new residential lease agreement be entered into concerning or affecting the 
Property.  

c) Grantor shall provide written notice to Grantee within ten (10) business days following receipt of any written notice 
required pursuant to the Residential Lease that would affect the duration of the Residential Lease and/or continued 
use and occupancy of the Property by the Lessees pursuant to such Residential Lease. 

Proposed Amendment: 
The Trust requests an amendment to the Easement to allow for an additional residential lease until the house and 
structures are demolished by June 30, 2023 as required in Section II, Paragraph 2.6(d) of Easement.

Property Features and Current Use: 
Located near Second Street in the village of Waterford, the 20.012 acre Schooley Mill Barn property (the “Property”) is a 
contributing resource to the National Landmark Waterford Historic District (designated in 1970). Built in 1803 by Mahlon 
Janney as a grist and sawmill complex, the Schooley Mill Barn is the last remaining building of the historic mill complex. The 
mill was owned and operated by John Schooley and his son for more than 60 years. In 1920, the mill closed and was 
converted into a barn by Edgar Beans. The building is currently used as a barn and exhibit space for the annual Waterford 
Fair. The large barn includes a two-story attached loafing shed with stone foundation. In addition to its architectural 
significance, the Property contains 20 acres of land through which a portion of Bull Run meanders, creating a natural habitat 
along the creek bed. The open-space farmland also helps to protect the rural and agricultural setting of the village. The 
Property adjoins the southeastern boundary of the 144-acre Phillips Farm, under easement with the Virginia Outdoors 
Foundation (“VOF”). The Property was held under easement by VOF from 1975 to 2013. VOF assigned this easement to the 
Virginia Board of Historic Resources (“Board”) in 2013. The Waterford Foundation is planning to put the Property on the 
market for sale in the near future and would like to amend and restate the easement to strengthen protections before the 
Property is sold.  
Proposed Amendment: 
The Waterford Foundation has requested the following provisions be included in the amended easement. DHR will continue 
to negotiate the terms and provisions of  the easement amendment with Foundation. 
• Maintain the existing historic barn with protections for both exteriors and interiors.
• Should the barn be destroyed or damaged to the point where it is compromised, the Waterford Foundation will not be 

obligated to reconstruct it or return it to its prior documented condition.
• Permit construction of water wells, wellheads and underground cisterns.
• All light fixtures will be full cutoff and fully shielded, and shall be directed inward and downward and designed to 

prevent glare on adjacent properties and roadways.
• Any new utilities will be placed underground.
• Prohibit accumulation and/or burial of trash, refuse or junk materials on the Property.
• DHR’s standard easement template language concerning trash and debris will be applied. Include riparian buffers 

extending at least 50’ from either bank of the stream with a 15’ wide area for a natural footpath and fencing to exclude 
livestock. Livestock management must be in accordance with an approved conservation plan from the local Natural 
Resources Conservation Service Office of the U.S. Department of Agriculture.

• Allow for ingress and egress across the Property for farm, maintenance and emergency equipment that might be 
needed for the adjacent Phillips Farm property also owned by the Waterford Foundation. Allow ingress and egress for 
pedestrian trail access for historic interpretation.

• DHR requested clarification on the number of proposed rights-of-way, location, and surface materials, which the 
Foundation has provided. 

• Permit trail markers and interpretive signage no larger than six square feet and allow temporary signage in excess 
of six square feet for Waterford Foundation activities. The Foundation also reserves the right to install a 
historic marker recognizing the role of the site in Waterford’s history.

• No residential, industrial or commercial activities with the exception of farming and activities associated with the 
Waterford Fair that can be conducted without alteration of the external appearance of the barn.  The Property may 
not be used as a winery, cidery, distillery, brewery or restaurant.  Events for which a fee is charged (weddings, parties, 
etc.) would also be prohibited.

Proposed Project: 
1. Danforth-Remington, LLC, the developer of a residential subdivision on the adjacent property, is requesting approval to 

modify the existing stormwater management easements encumbering the Rappahannock Station Battlefield Park 
(hereinafter the “Park Property”). 

2. The project will require the extinguishment of the existing stormwater management easements (see Documentation 
Information #2 & 3 below), which included two bioretention facilities and a 20’ access road, and the conveyance of a 
new stormwater management easement with a significantly reduced footprint (see Documentation Information #4 
below) in favor of Danforth-Remington, LLC for the installation of an underground pipeline that will direct stormwater 
from the on-site stormwater management devices within the residential subdivision and direct the treated stormwater 
downhill into an above-ground outfall structure in proximity to the Rappahannock River.  

3. The new stormwater management easement will be permanent to the extent that it replaces the existing permanent 
easement in the same location. The easement area has to be expanded in two small areas to allow for underground 
installation of the pipeline. That portion of the easement that affects the newly encumbered areas would not be 
perpetual but would endure only so long as need exists and would require that the easement be vacated and all 
improvements removed if need ever ceased. See Recommended Condition #4 below. 

4. The Homeowners’ Association for the residential subdivision will be responsible for maintaining the stormwater 
management facilities on the Park Property. The new stormwater management easement will provide vehicular access 
to the pipeline and outfall device. Under state law, Fauquier County has the right to conduct such maintenance should 
the HOA fail to do so. 

5. The Board of Historic Resources (BHR) approved the proposal in June 2016, with conditions.   
6. The American Battlefield Protection Program (ABPP) determined that the proposal would not constitute conversion or 

diversion of the protected property under Section 6(f)(3) of the Land and Water Conservation Act; ABPP supported the 
conditions established by the BHR, and added a condition for archaeological monitoring during construction.   

 
Since BHR approval in June 2016: 
7. The new stormwater drainage pipe was installed in 2017 absent consultation with DHR, and without completing the 

vacation of the existing stormwater management easements and recordation of the new utility easement. 
8. DHR easement staff worked with PEC and Fauquier County on restoration of the landscape to an acceptable 

appearance.  
9. As the property was the subject of a comprehensive Phase I archaeological survey in 2008, it is the opinion of DHR that 

no significant cultural deposits were impacted as a result of the 2017 installation of stormwater infrastructure.  
Property Features and Current Use: 
Property comprises 24.5 acres located just south of Remington between Rts. 29/15 to the west, the Rappahannock River to 
the south and Business Rts. 29/15 to the east. The topography of the land slopes from north to south where the Property 
fronts the Rappahannock River. The Property is in close proximity to numerous other battlefield easements in Culpeper 
County on the other side of the Rappahannock River.  
The conservation easement was conveyed to the Board of Historic Resources and the Piedmont Environmental Council 
(“PEC”) in 2009 (“Conservation Easement”). The Property was owned by Danforth-Remington, LLC, and was included in the 
proposed residential subdivision. PEC worked with Fauquier County to obtain a grant from the American Battlefield 
Protection Program (“ABPP”) with matching funds from the Virginia Land Conservation Fund and PEC to purchase the 
Property, and its use as a park. 
The Property was encumbered by Danforth-Remington, LLC with numerous easements for grading and stormwater 
management for the benefit of the planned residential subdivision prior to purchase by Fauquier County. 
Conservation Values: 
Historic/Landscape: 
The Property falls within the core and study areas of the Rappahannock Station I Battlefield, fought in August 1862 and core 
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and study areas of the Rappahannock Station II Battlefield, fought in November 1863. 
Archaeological:  
The Property contains four recorded archaeological sites (Dovetail CRG 2008); only one prehistoric site located west of the 
project area was recommended as potentially eligible for listing under Criterion D (archaeological research potential).  
Open Space: 
The Property is visible from Rts. 29/15, which forms the property’s western boundary. The Property has significant frontage 
on the Rappahannock River and is visible from the river. 
Notable Variations in Easement: 
The Property was acquired by Fauquier County subject to various easements for the benefit of the adjacent residential 
subdivision and those easements predate the Conservation Easement.  
Existing Buildings and Structures: 
Stormwater drain and outfall at river front has been completed.  No other buildings or structures exist on the Property.   
Project Impacts: 
1. The underground line is proposed to consist of two pipes that enter the Property on its northern boundary then merge 

into one pipe of approximately 36” in diameter.  
2. Main pipeline is proposed to be laid 4 feet deep by open-trenching. Depth is to establish proper grade and maintain 

flow in all weather conditions. 
3. The outfall device will be installed into the hillside with portions visible above grade and will be filled with rip rap to 

slow the flow rate and catch any remaining sediment. 
4. Phase I archaeological survey of the entire Property was performed in 2008.  
5. Surface landscape in area of pipeline installation will be restored following completion of project. 
6. Extinguishment of the existing stormwater management easements which cover a substantial portion of the Property. 
7. Conveyance of a new stormwater management easement in the same area as currently encumbered with small areas to 

be newly encumbered. Newly encumbered areas are necessary to provide wider trench for increased depth of pipeline 
installation to prevent collapse during construction. 

8. Board may impose conditions to be included in the new stormwater management easement (see Recommended 
Conditions below). 

Issue for Board Consideration: 
Reapproval of the proposed vacation of existing stormwater management easements and recordation of new utility 
easement. 

Applicable Easement Language: 
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Recommended Conditions 
The Easement Acceptance Committee recommends re-approval subject to the following as conditions, as initially 
established and approved by the Board in June 2016: 

1. Vacation of the existing stormwater management easements encumbering the 24.51 acre Park Property owned by 
Fauquier County prior to recordation of any new stormwater management easement. 

2. Express language with reference to a plan, map or plat prepared by a civil engineer or surveyor distinguishing 
between the areas currently encumbered by a stormwater management easement and the area being newly 
encumbered as a result of the new deed of easement. 

3. Language limiting the duration of the new easement as it pertains to the area being newly encumbered such that it 
is less than perpetual. 

4. Requirement that the easement as it pertains to the area being newly encumbered be extinguished or vacated 
should the need for such stormwater management facilities cease to exist in the determination of the state or local 
governmental agency charged with enforcement of stormwater management regulations in the Town of Remington 
in Fauquier County, Virginia. Fauquier County has agreed to assume responsibility for such extinguishment or 
vacation. 

5. Review and approval by DHR’s Easement Program, on behalf of the VBHR, and PEC of any and all deeds, maps, plans 
and plats to be recorded in the land records of Fauquier County to accomplish this modification of the existing 
stormwater management easements on the Rappahannock Station Battlefield Park prior to execution and/or 
recordation. 

6. Inclusion of any conditions or requirements provided by the American Battlefield Protection Program. 

Consistency with Comprehensive Plan: 
1. Property is designated as a combination of Open Space/Park/Floodplain and Low Density Residential in the County’s 

Comprehensive Plan. 
2. The planned residential subdivision was permitted by-right and was approved by Fauquier County in 2009. The County 

has also approved the proposed modification of the stormwater management easements on the Property. 
Documentation Information: 
1. DHR Split Map of Property (2016). 
2. “Exhibit Showing Easement Vacation and Dedication on the Property of Board of Supervisors of Fauquier County, 

Virginia” by Carson Land Consultants, dated November 30, 2017.

The proposed modification would significantly reduce the impact of those stormwater management facilities including a 
significant reduction in the square footage of land subject to easement, maintenance of the existing topography due to the 
elimination of the bioretention and filtration facilities and installation of the pipes underground, reduced visual impact with 
only one above-ground outlet to be constructed closer to the Rappahannock River, substantial reduction of potential for 
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ground disturbance and compaction that would have resulted  from construction of the 20’ access road and more frequent 
maintenance activities, and permanent preservation of those portions of the Property that would have been dedicated to 
stormwater management facilities as a battlefield landscape.
